Access to water and sanitation remains a challenge throughout the UNECE region. Mortality and morbidity caused by
unsafe water and inadequate sanitation remain unacceptably high. Nearly 140 million persons live in homes that do
not have safe drinking water supply. Approximately 85 million people lack access to adequate sanitation, particularly in
the eastern part of the region where recent years have revealed an alarming stagnation of progress towards access to
sanitation. The obstacles towards achieving progress are complex: Addressing the water and health nexus at the
national level requires coordination between the relevant authorities and actors, political will, effective institutions and
arrangements between them, the allocation of national resources and investments.

The UNECE/WHO-Europe Protocol on Water and Health has inspired progress throughout the region. It obliges
Parties to identify key water and sanitation related issues, review the root causes of water related diseases, assess
and streamline their governance structures, and to improve coordination mechanisms between the water, health and
environment ministries. Through a process of setting targets and target dates for the entire water cycle, Parties to the
Protocol develop measures to achieve such water- and health-related targets and to regularly assess progress. At the
side event, a number of countries will share their experiences with regard to achieving improved access to water and
sanitation and reducing water-related diseases in the context of the implementation of the UNECE/WHO-Europe
Protocol on Water and Health. The event aims to demonstrate, through practical examples, the implementation,
challenges and lessons learnt as well as the added value of the intersectoral approach promoted by the Protocol.
