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LAUNCHING OF THE SECOND ASSESSMENT OF TRANSBOUNDARY RIVERS, LAKES AND

The Second Assessment of Transboundary Rivers, Lakes and Groundwaters is the most comprehensive, up-to-date
overview of the status of transboundary waters in the European and Asian parts of UNECE region, covering more than
140 transboundary rivers, 25 transboundary lakes and about 200 transboundary groundwaters. It is the result of more
than two years of work under the UNECE Convention on the Protection and Use of Transboundary Watercourses and
International Lakes (Water Convention), involving about 250 experts. This launching event will present the main
findings of the Second Assessment and debate problems related to transboundary water management and
cooperation and the responses needed to improve the status of transboundary waters in the UNECE region.

Utilizing data and information provided by national Governments and river commissions, maps, graphs and statistical
data, the Second Assessment presents a broad analysis of transboundary water resources, pressure factors, quantity
and quality status, and transboundary impacts, as well as responses and future trends. It also documents national and
transboundary legal and institutional frameworks for water management and cooperation. Recognizing the threats from
climate change, the Second Assessment seeks to provide a picture of the expected impacts on transboundary water
resources, including the measures planned or in place to adapt to climate change. Finally, a major innovation of the
Second Assessment is the specific attention devoted to ecological and biodiversity issues, through the assessment of
25 Ramsar Sites and other wetlands of transboundary importance.
