Climate change will result in significant impacts on our water resources with cascading effects on human health
and many parts of the economy and society. In addition, many of the water resources worldwide are
transboundary, but both water and climate change do not respect borders, adding an international dimension to
climate change adaptation. Central Asia with its vast arid and semi arid areas is among the most sensitive
regions to climate variability and long-term change, mostly due to the expected reduction in water availability due
to predicted changes in run-off caused by glacier melting, increasing evaporation and uncertain changes in
precipitation.

To avoid competition over dwindling water resources and the risk of countries taking unilateral measures with
possible negative effects on riparian countries, transboundary cooperation is hecessary. In addition cooperation
helps to find mutually acceptable and more cost-effective solutions.

The side event aims to reveal and discuss challenges, progress and lessons learnt regarding adapting water
management to climate change, with a particular focus on transboundary basins. This will be illustrated through
examples, for example from the pilot projects on climate change adaptation in transboundary basins under the
UNECE Water Convention, partly implemented in the framework of the Environment and Security Initiative.
