- Key role in promoting and (for Parties) implementing the Convention, as outlined
in the strategy for the implementation of the Convention at the global level.
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Responsibilities of the focal points (1) (3D i

Actively promote the objectives and implementation of the Convention, its tools and its
programme of work;

Serve as a channel for communications with the secretariat and other countries on
Convention matters;

Receive notifications of meetings, activities and other information related to the Convention
and disseminate such information to other relevant national authorities, organizations and
the general public, as appropriate;

Facilitate regular and active involvement in the activities under the Convention (ensure the
coordination of relevant national institutions, nomination of national experts and delegates
for workshops and intergovernmental meetings under the Convention);



Responsibilities of the focal points (2)

* Ensure and facilitate, through the appropriate consultative process, the
preparation and submission of national reports under the Convention, SDG
global indicator 6.5.2 on transboundary water cooperation;

* Follow up on secretariat requests (information and inputs based on
decisions by the Meeting of the Parties or other subsidiary bodies);

* Disseminate information on the implementation of the Convention and
other relevant national developments in the framework of the Convention’s
meetings and those of other relevant national and international forums;

* Facilitate possible voluntary contributions to the Convention’s trust fund;

(tailored to the topics discussed in meetings/conferences)

- Focal points should report back to their Ministry when taking part in the
Water Convention related activities (two way channel)
