According to the communicant, the procedure established by the Act notably differs from decision-making on other specific activities with potential adverse effects of the same significance, inter alia with regard to decision-making authority, shift in responsibility for ensuring public participation procedures, the status of the decision, timeframes, procedures for appeal, etc.
