Regulations of the Kazokiskes Community

(some provisions)

1. General provisions

1.1. The Kazokiskes Community (hereinafter referred to as Community) is a public organisation that joins together citizens of the Republic of Lithuania who reside or used to reside in the Kazokiskes village or in the surrounding villages.

1.2. The Community shall act according to the Law on Public Organisations of the Republic of Lithuania, other legal acts and the Regulations of the Community.

2. Goals and tasks of the Community

2.1. To unite the residents of the Kazokiskes village or the surrounding villages and people who have descended from the area.

2.2. To stimulate the society-minded, civic-minded attitude and voluntary activity.

2.3. To support democratic decision making processes in society.

2.4. To encourage mutual assistance between the members of the Community.

2.5. To establish new work places.

2.6. To develop cultural and sport life.

2.7. To encourage the interest in history of one’s village and country.

2.8. To strengthen the partnership between the members of the Community, government and non-government organisations.

2.9. To develop the skills of co-operation, negotiation and mediation, etc.

2.10. To provide information and consultations concerning social matters to the members of society.

2.11. To fulfil training of the members of the Community in order to achieve their active participation in the activity of the Community.

2.12. To fulfil preventive and mutual assistance activity in the course of dealing with social problems.

2.13. To create conditions for the members of the Community that would allow them to implement their initiatives.

3. Rights and duties of the Community

3.1. The Community shall possess the following non-pecuniary rights:

3.1.1. to disseminate information on its activity in written, orally and by any other means without any interference, to propagate the goals and tasks of the Community;

3.1.2. to establish public mass media, to fulfil publishing activity.

3.1.3. to organise meetings, various demonstrations, other peaceful mass events.

3.1.4. to hire persons to fulfil the activity provided for by the Regulations.

3.1.5. to communicate with other similar organisations.

3.1.6. to assist the members of the Community to defend their rights and interests in order to satisfy their social needs.

3.1.7. to suggest its candidates for the positions of elected local government, heads and employees of institutions, to approve or disapprove of those candidatures.

3.2. The Community shall possess the following pecuniary rights:

3.2.1. to purchase or acquire by another means the property that is necessary for the fulfilment of its activity, to use, possess and dispose of this property;

3.2.2. to receive funds or another property from international public organisations, funds as well as from persons;

3.2.3. to establish (be the founder) funds, enterprises which are registered and act according to the laws of the Republic of Lithuania.

3.2.4. to possess bank accounts in banks which are registered in the Republic of Lithuania;

3.2.5. to fulfil another activity that is necessary for the implementation of its goals and tasks provided for by the Regulations, except the activity that is forbidden by the laws;

3.3. The Community shall be obliged:

3.3.1. to pay taxes;

3.3.2. to observe valid laws of the Republic of Lithuania;

3.3.3. to present, upon the request of a member of the Community, annual an intermediate financial accounts on the activity of the Community, the report of the Council, minutes of the meetings.

The Law on Associations, came into force on February 14, 2004 and changed the Law on Public Organisations that was in force from 1997 until 2004.

Article 2. The notion of association.

1. Association is a public legal person of limited liability, which has a name, and the goal of which is to coordinate the activity of the members of association, represent and defend their interests or satisfy other public interests.

2. The name of an association may comprise such words as “association”, “public organisation”, “unification”, “confederation”, “union”, “company”, etc.
