The communicants further allege that they had no opportunity to challenge the decision on establishment of the landfill, in particular due to the fact that they had not received the relevant decisions. 

Following the request of the Committee made on 13 April 2006 the communicant provided translation of the relevant parts of its by-law on 20 June 2006.

Additional information was also provided by the communicant following the Committee’s request for information regarding the implications of the procedures in Administrative Court of Vilnius County for the communication. Another letter was sent by the communicant on 6 March 2007 indicating that further information was forthcoming. 

Following the discussion on the communication which took place at the 16th meeting of the Committee, the Party concerned was asked to provide additional information on relevant decisions and legal acts. This information was provided on 17. 07.2007 and 21.09.2007. The Communicant provided further information on 21.09.2007
