Re: Communication to the Aarhus Convention Compliance Committee concerning access to procedures to challenge acts and omissions which contravene provisions of national law relating to the environment in Denmark (Ref. ACCC/C/2006/18)

Remarks to the letter from Miljøministeriet, Miljøstyrelsen, 7 September, 2007 received today.

In my opinion, Miljøstyrelsen, is trying to derail my communication to the Commission. I am not talking about the general implementation of the Bird Directives. I am talking about the lack of administrative and judicial procedures to challenge a concrete case namely the culling of Rooks in Hilleroed by the public authority, as clearly stated under V in my communication to the Commission dated 25 December, 2006.

Miljøstyrelsen is elaborating on my access to the Police, the Public Prosecutor, the Forest and State Agency and the Ombudsmand in case of violations of the environmental law. None of these authorities are in my opinion fulfilling the demands as stated in the Convention on access to information, public participation in decision-making and access to justice in environmental matters article 9.4.

In short, Denmark has not created a facility as stated in article 9.3. in the Convention on access to information, public participation in decision-making and access to justice in environmental matters.
