Specifically, a new act, effective as of 1 January 2011, introduced differentiated fees for appeals to the Nature and Environment Appeal Board. While earlier in most areas appeals were free of charge, the new act imposes fees on nearly all kinds of appeals from NGOs to public authority decisions in the area of nature and environment, and some times the fee charged is six times the fee charged on individuals for their appeals.
