	The communication alleges that the Party concerned in implementing the Water Framework Directive of the European Union, adopted the 23 Danish river basin management plans in contravention of the public participation process. In particular, the communication alleges that the first round of consultations, as provided for under the Directive and the Act on Environmental Objectives (which implements the Directive at the domestic level) showed that the documentation was based on erroneous data. A supplementary short consultation process was then organized on the basis of the corrected data, which according to the communication allowed for limited consultation, although the changes introduced were significant compared to the original draft documentation, and the public was not able to participate effectively. This, according to the communication, is in non-compliance with the provisions of 6(3) and 7 of the Convention.
