             The Government

             I. approves the Application for allocation of free emission allowances for investment into equipment and modernization of infrastructure and into clean technologies and the National Investment Plan, stipulated in section III a IV of document file no. 941/11;

            II. imposes

                1. on the Minister of the Environment to 

                    a) ensure, without delay, official submission of the Application pursuant to point I of this Resolution including all essential requirements to the European Commission, 

                    b) process an annual report on implementation of investments for the third trading period, publish the report and submit it to the European Commission, 

                2. on the Minister of Industry and Commerce to suggest, in cooperation with the Minister of the Environment, Deputy Chair of the Government and Chair of the Legislative Council of the Government and within the framework of updating of the State Energy Concept and Raw Materials Policy, by 31 December 2011, measures ensuring sufficient quantity of coal for the systems of central heating supplies in the Czech Republic, without exceeding the regional ecological limits for brown coal extraction, 

                3. on the Minister of Finance to process, in cooperation with the Minister of Industry and Commerce and Minister of the Environment, and subsequently submit to the Government by 31 December 2012 a draft of an amendment to the Act on Consumption Taxes and to the Act on Stabilization of Public Budgets – section 46 Tax on solid fuels, which shall include increase in tariffs on coal, light fuel oils and heavy fuel oils.
