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Subject: Environmental impact assessment pursuant to Act No. 100/2001 Coll., on environmental impact assessment and amending some related Acts (Act on Environmental Impact Assessment), as amended (hereinafter referred to as the “Act”) – distribution and publication of the environmental impact expert report (hereinafter referred to as the “expert report”)
The Ministry of the Environment of the CR, as the competent authority within the meaning of Section 21 (f) of the Act, in accordance with Article 2 para. 6 of the Convention on Environmental Impact Assessment in a Transboundary Context (the Espoo Convention) is herewith sending a full German translation of the expert report on the “New nuclear source in the Temelín locality, including power transmission to the Kočín switch yard” project.
Within the meaning of Section 16 para. 3 of the Act, we would request that you publish the information on the expert report and on when and where the expert report can be consulted as soon as possible on the official notice boards of the affected areas and in at least one of the other ways usual in the affected territory (e.g in the local press, on radio, etc.) along with the information that anyone may send his/her written comments on the documentation within 30 days of the date on which the information on the expert report was published. Pursuant to the provisions of Section 16 para. 4 of the Act, the period during which this information is to be displayed is at least 15 days.
We would also request that you send your comments on the expert report to the relevant authority, i.e. the Ministry of the Environment of the Czech Republic within at the latest 30 days of the publication of information on the expert report. At the same time, we would like to inform you that, in accordance with Section 12 para. 1 of the Act, in cases of transboundary assessment, the deadline for the submission of comments may be extended by up to 30 days if the affected state so requests.
A translation of the expert report can also be consulted in the EIA information system on the CENIA website, the Czech environmental information agency (www.cenia.cz/eia), and on the Ministry of the Environment of the CR website (www.mzp.cz/eia), under project code MZP230 in the section entitled Transboundary assessment on the territory of the CR.
