Ministry of ecology and natural resources of Ukraine presents its compliments
to the Compliance Committee of the UNECE Convention on Access to Information,
Public Participation in Decision-Making and Access to Justice in Environmental
Matters and has the honor to inform:

According to the results of the comprehensive elaboration of the complaint of
the International non-governmental organization "Environment-Law-People”
(ACCC/C/2014/118) concerning violation of the Aarhus Convention in the
conclusion of the Agreements on the distribution of hydrocarbons, the Ministry of
Ecology and Natural Resources of Ukraine reports the following:

¢ the American mining corporation Chevron and the Dutch-British oil and
the gas company Shell have withdrawn from the contract and do not
implement activities under these Agreements on the distribution of
hydrocarbons;

¢ the mining for the extraction of shale gas are not conducted at all;

There is a new transparent mechanism of environment impact assessment has
been established in Ukraine with the entering into force of the Law of Ukraine “On
environmental impact assessment” on December 18, 2017. The new law requires the
entity to carry out an open procedure for assessing environmental impacts with the
transparency of such a process.

In accordance with the Article 4 of the Law, all documentation required for the
environmental impact assessment is available to the public. Therefore, all relevant
information is published by placing on the official website. Also the new law
provides for the obligation for the entity to publish the relevant documentation in the
print media and on the boards of the local government or other public boards on the
territory, where it is planned to carry out their activity, or to publicize in another way
that guarantees the access to information for the inhabitants of the corresponding
administrative territory the territory in which the site is planned to be located, or to
the relevant territorial community that may be affected by the planned activity, and
other stakeholders.
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Accessibility and transparency of information are provided by the operation of
the Unified Register of the Environment Impact Assessment, which is in the public
domain and is supported by the empowered central executive body.

Public participation is provided by the Article 7 of the Law. Therefore a legal
mechanism for ensuring public participation — from the early stage of the
environment impact assessment procedure (the scoping stage) to the direct
participation in the public discussion of the EIA report of the relevant planned
activity — is provided by the new Law.

The transitional provisions of the Law of Ukraine "On Environmental Impact
Assessment" (paragraph 20, part five of Article 17) introduced amendments to the
Law of Ukraine "On The Production Sharing Agreements", therefore, from December
18, 2017, draft production-sharing agreements are subject to an environmental impact
assessment in accordance with the part two of Article 11 of the Law of Ukraine "On
The Production Sharing Agreements".

Due to the fact that Ukraine has fully complied with its obligations regarding
providing of the access to information, public participation in decision-making and
access to justice in environmental matters by adopting and implementing the
provisions of the Law of Ukraine "On Environmental Impact Assessment", we ask to
dismiss the case ACCC/C/2014/118 .

The Ministry takes this opportunity to renew the assurances of its highest
consideration.
