                                 Order of Provision and Dissemination of Environmental Information 
 

                                               General provisions
1. This Order is developed according to the Law of Ukraine “On ratifying of Convention on Access to Information, Public Participation in Decision-making and Access to Justice in Environmental Matters” (Aarhus Convention)", "On Public Appeals", "On Environmental Protection", "On Zone of Emergency Environmental Situation" and establishes procedure regarding provision and dissemination of  environmental information. 
2. In this Order, mentioned above terms are used in the following meaning:

Executive body, executive authority (Public authority) – as defined by the Convention
Environmental information – as defined by the Convention and the Law of Ukraine “On environmental protection”.
Systematic-analytic processing of ecological information – process of ecological data processing by means of analysis and synthesis of documents contains in order to obtain the needed data as well as by means of their classification, assessment, comparison and generalization. 
Requester – physical or legal person or their entities, which send request according to the current legislation of Ukraine without discrimination based upon citizenship, nationality, ethnicity, residency and as to legal persons – the location of its registration or actual activity. 
Order of provision of environmental information – the defined by Ukrainian legislation and by this Order, procedure of required behavior of physical and legal persons regarding provision and dissemination of environmental information without discrimination based upon citizenship, nationality and ethnicity or place of living, in case of legal body without discrimination by its registration location or factual center of activity. 
Accumulation and dissemination of environmental information

3. Executive authorities conduct accumulation and systematic-analytical processing of environmental information, which they have to hold according to their competencies and given tasks. 
4. Sources of dissemination of ecological information are Internet, mass media and other sources. 
5. Executive authorities, charged with holding environmental information, within their competencies and given tasks, establish and regularly update electronic environmental databases and provide free public access to them via Internet. They also provide direct answers on requests. 
6. The information, access to which should be provided via Internet should include: 
a) national and regional reports on the state of the environment with trends;

б) list, texts of draft of legislation and regulations in the field of environmental protection and reports on compliance to environmental legislation; 
в) documents on environmental policy, environmental action plans, programs and projects; 
г) international agreement in the field of environmental protection and the progress of their implementation; 
д) other information about the state of some components of the environment, if it (information) can influence the public. 
Є)  information on emergency environmental situations in terms, defined by law of Ukraine “On Zones of Emergency Environmental Situation”. 
ж) Enterprises, institutions, organizations and individuals-entrepreneurs, activity of which is defined by the law as environmentally dangerous, should publicize via mass media data on negative impacts on environment (emissions, discharges of pollutants, waste disposal in the environment, other factors of negative impact on environment), caused by their economic activity. 
з) intends to locate the object of high ecological danger, requiring environmental impact assessment and EIA materials on the early stage while all the opportunities are still open and public participation can be the most efficient.
і) other urgent environmental information which executive authorities shall hold due to their competence and given tasks. 
7. Executive bodies publicize via media the following information on: 
a) state of environment, trends, sources of pollution, waste disposal;

б) information on emergency environmental situations in terms, defined by law of Ukraine “On Zones of Emergency Environmental Situation”. 
в) development and adoption of programs, national, regional and local actions plans and policy documents, affecting environment; 
г) environmental problems of branches of economy or regions and possible ways to solve them aimed at public involvement in environmental decision-making; 
д) intends to locate the object of high ecological danger, requiring environmental impact assessment and EIA materials on the early stage while all the opportunities are still open and public participation can be the most efficient.
е) intends regarding the issue of relevant licenses on use of natural resources of local significance, as well as to pollute environment, issued within their competences; 
є) registered modified organisms according to international treaties, which can be imported in the country; 
з) experience of cooperation with the public in the field of environmental protection, rational use of natural resources and provisional of ecological safety; 
ж) other ecological aspects or factors, important for public while conducting public environmental expertise or implementation of other ecological rights; 
Provision of environmental information
7.  Provision of environmental information by executive authorities is done with the aim to implement the right of citizen and their entities, state authorities and legal bodies to have information (further requesters) by the means of:  
а) obtaining, holding and dissemination of environmental information orally, in written form or by other means; 
б) its systematic publication in the Internet, printed sources (bulletins, collections etc), reports on the state of the environment, dissemination by informational services of state authorities and organizations, its dissemination via media, public speeches. 
в)  its direct provision on requests, including from automatic informational-analytical ecological systems, libraries and archive funds, lists, registers, cadasters etc. 
8. Request on environmental information may not contain arguments regarding the interest of the requester and shall be submitted in written form. 
9. Environmental information is provided in terms, defined by the Law of Ukraine “On Information”, but not later than one month since a request is received, if only the volumes and complicity of collection of data inquired do not justify extension of this term up to two months since the inquiry is received. In case of need to extend the deadline, the requester should be notified not later than 10 days from the moment when the request is received. 
10. Executive authorities may deny providing information upon a request if:

· Authority does not possess the information requested;

· Requested information constitutes the information with limited access according to the Article 50 of the Constitution of Ukraine;

· information concerns internal information exchange between state authorities; 

· the request is formulated in a way that its too general character makes it impossible to answer;
· information concerns the materials at the final stage of their preparation;
· disclosure of the information can negatively affect confidentiality of activity of public authorities in case if such confidentiality is envisaged by current legislation, international relations, national defense or state safety according to the Law of Ukraine “On State Secrets”, exercise of justice, possibility for people to be under court or capacity of state authorities to conduct investigations of criminal, administrative or disciplinary character, right of intellectual ownership; environment, for which such information is disseminated, especially at the territories which are habitats for reproduction of especially valuable, rare and endangered species of flora and fauna. 
11. In case if executive body does not hold environmental information, inquired by a request, this authority should act according to the Article 34 of Law of Ukraine “On information”.
12. In cases when executive authority does not hold environmental information, inquired by a request, this executive authority should in the shortest terms inform the requester about the state authority, which on its opinion is in a position to provide relevant information or to forward this request to such an authority and properly inform the requester on it. 
13. In case if the information with limited access can be separated from another information without damage to confidentiality of information, which cannot be open, executive authority, enterprise, institution, organization independently on forms of ownership, entities of citizens or official should provide another part of inquired information. 
14. Information on refusal to satisfy the request on environmental information or delay in reply to a request should be provided to the requester in a written form.
