It will examine proposals of amendments to the UN Model Regulations on the Transport of Dangerous Goods concerning mainly the carriage of explosives, gases, infectious substances, lithium batteries and fuel cells, and environmentally hazardous substances; the performance of packagings; the carriage of dangerous goods packed in small quantities. It will also discuss cooperation with the International Atomic Energy Agency, and options to facilitate global harmonization of transport of dangerous goods regulations.  A Working Group on Explosives session will be held in parallel from 3 to 7 July to discuss test procedures for classification of explosives and harmonization of the criteria used for classification of explosives under different regulatory systems (transport, use and storage).
