	The Meeting of the Parties, at its 4th session, will review implementation of the Convention and of its previous intersessional workplan, before considering a number of decisions, including on the adoption of a new workplan and budget.

One decision addresses compliance with the Convention, with the Meeting expected to consider recommendations by the Convention’s Implementation Committee. Some of these recommendations arose from the Committee’s consideration of a submission by Romania having concerns about Ukraine’s compliance with its obligations under the Convention, with respect to the Bystroe Canal Project and in the light of the opinion of the inquiry commission on the environmental impact of the project.

Another decision is expected to adopt a review of the implementation of the Convention, based on Parties’ reports. A Multilateral Agreement among the Countries of South-Eastern Europe for Implementation of the Convention is also expected to be adopted and signed by Ministers in Bucharest.
