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. PROVISIONS CONCERNING QUALITY

The purpose of the standard is to define the quality requirements for peaches and nectarines a the export
control stage, after preparation and packaging.

A. Minimum requirements

The development and state of maturity® of the peaches and nectarines must be such as to enable
them:

— tocontinuetheir ripening process and to reach a satisfactory degree of ripeness,
— towithstand transport and handling,
— toarrivein satisfactory condition at the place of destination.

@ The refractometrix index of the peaches and nectarines flesh must be greater than or equal to 8°
Brix and the firmness must be lower than 6,5kg /0,5 cm?.
