STANDARD LAYOUT

This note presents proposals of The Netherlands to amend the Standard Layout.
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On the market there are mixes of product which are covered by one single standard of different commercial types and/or colours within one package. In several standards specific provisions are mentioned in the text of standards. Examples are the standards of apple, lettuce, sweet pepper, cultivated mushrooms and citrus standard.  We propose to add the following paragraphs and indents in the Standard Layout to make sure that the text covering these mixed packages is uniform in all standards and to allow new innovative and attractive packages on the market. 

No reference is made to the maximum weight or the type of packages such as sales packages to make the text flexible and allowing new innovations on the market.

Uniformity

Add the following paragraph between the second and third paragraphs
“However, a mixture of <name of the produce> of distinctly different colours, varieties and/or commercial types may be packed together, provided they are uniform in quality and, for each colour, variety and/or commercial type concerned, in origin.”

Nature of produce

 To add the indent:

· In the case of packages containing a mixture of distinctly different colours and/or commercial types of < name of the produce> ‘Mixed of <name of the produce>”, or equivalent denomination.

C. Origin of produce

To add the indent:
· In the case of packages containing a mixture of distinctly different colours and/or commercial types of <name of the produce> of different origins, the indication of each country of origin shall appear next to the name of the colour, variety and/or commercial type concerned.
