PEACHES AND NECTARINES

I DEFINITION OF PRODUCE

This standard applies to peaches and nectarines' of varieties (cultivars) grown from Prunus persica Seb.
and Zucc. to be supplied fresh to the consumer, peaches and nectarines for industrial processing being
excluded.

. PROVISIONS CONCERNING QUALITY

The purpose of the standard is to define the quality requirements for peaches and nectarines at the export
control stage, after preparation and packaging.

A. Minimum requirements

In al dasses, subject to the specia provisions for each class and the tolerances alowed, the peaches and
nectarines must be:

- intact

- sound; produce affected by rotting or deterioration such as to make it unfit for
consumption is excluded

- clean, practicaly free of any visible foreign matter

- practically free from pests

- practically free from damage caused by pests

- free of abnormal external moisture

- free of any foragn smel and/or taste.

The peaches and nectarines must have been carefully picked.
They must be suffid ently devel oped and display satisfactory ripeness.
The devd opment and state of ripeness of the peaches and nectarines must be such as to enabl e them:

- to withstand transport and handling, and
- to arrivein satisfactory condition at the place of destination.

! This text appliesto all varieties grown from Prunus persica Seb. and Zucc., being peaches or nectarines
with attached (clingstone) or unattached stone and smooth or rough skin.
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B. Classification

The peaches and nectarines are classified in three classes defined bel ow:

"Extra" Class

The peaches and nectarines in this class must be of superior quality. In shape,
devel opment and colouring they must be typical of the variety allowing for the district in
which they are grown. They must be free from defects with the exception of very dight
superficia defects, provided these do not affect the genera appearance of the produce,
the quality, the keeping quality and presentation in the package.

Class|

The peaches and nectarines in this class must be of good quality. They must be
characteristic of the variety, alowing for the district in which they are grown. However,
adlight defect in shape, development or col ouring may be allowed.

The flesh must be perfectly sound.
Peaches and nectarines split where the stem isjoined to the fruit are excluded.

Slight skin defects, however, may be allowed provided these do not affect the generd
appearance of the produce, the qudity, the keeping quality and presentation in the
package and do not exceed:

- 1 cminlength for defects of € ongated shape
- 0.5 cm? in tota areafor other defects.

Classl|
This class includes peaches and nectarines which do not qualify for inclusion in the
higher dasses, but satisfy the minimum requirements specified above.

The flesh should not show any serious defects. Fruit split where the stem is joined are
allowed only in connection with quality tolerances.

The following skin defects may be allowed provided the peaches and nectarines retain
their essential characteristics as regards the quality, the keeping quality and presentation
and do not exceed:

- 2 cmin length for defects of € ongated shape
- 1.5cm?intota areafor other defects.
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1. PROVISIONS CONCERNING SIZING

Sizeis determined by:

- circumference, or
- maximum diameter of the equatorial section.

Peaches and nectarines must be graded according to the following scd e

Theminimum size alowed for the "Extra" Classis 17.5 cm (circumference) and 56 mm (diameter).

Sizing is compulsory for dl classes.

V. PROVISIONS CONCERNING TOLERANCES

Tolerances in respect of quality and size shall be allowed in each package for produce not satisfying the
reguirements of the class indicated.

A. Quality tolerances

(i) "Extra" Class
5 per cent by number or weight of peaches or nectarines not satisfying the requirements
of the class, but meeting those of Class | or, exceptionaly, coming within the tol erances
of that class.

(i) Class|
10 per cent by number or weight of peaches or nectarines not satisfying the requirements
of the class, but meeting those of Class |1 or, exceptionally, coming within the tol erances
of that class.

2 In the European Community the marketing of size D is not allowed from 1 July to 31 October.
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(iii)  Classll
10 per cent by number or weight of peaches or nectarines satisfying neither the
requirements of the dass nor the minimum regquirements, with the exception of fruit
affected by rotting, marked bruising, or any deterioration rendering it unfit for
consumption.

B. Sizetolerances

For al classes: 10 per cent by nhumber or weight of peaches or nectarines up to 1 cm more or less than the
size stated on the package in the case of sizing by circumference, and up to 3 mm more or lessin the case
of sizing by diameter. However, for fruit in the smallest size, this tolerance shall apply only to peaches or
nectarines of a size smaller by not more than 6 mm (circumference) or 2 mm (diameter) than the specified
minimum size.

V. PROVISIONS CONCERNING PRESENTATION

A. Uniformity

The contents of each package must be uniform and contain only peaches or nectarines of the same origin,
variety, quality, degree of ripeness and size, and for the "Extra’ Class, the contents must also be uniform
incolour.

The visible part of the contents of the package must be representative of the entire contents.

B. Packaging

The peaches and nectarines must be packed in such a way as to protect the produce properly.

The materials used inside the package must be new, clean and of a quality such as to avoid causing any
externa or internal damage to the produce. The use of materids, particularly of paper or stamps, bearing
trade specifications is alowed provided the printing or labelling has been done with non-toxic ink or glue.

Stickersindividually affixed on the produce shdl be such that, when removed, neither | eave visible traces
of glue, nor lead to skin defects.

Packages must be free of all foreign matter.

C. Presentation

The peaches and nectarines may be presented:
- insmall unit packages

- inasinglelayer, in the case of the "Extra" Class.
Each individua fruit in this class must be separated from its neighbours.
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inClasses | and I1:
- inone or two layers, or
- in no more than four layers when the fruit is placed in rigid pockets so arranged that they
do not rest on the fruit in the layer immediatd y bel ow.
VI. PROVISIONS CONCERNING MARKING

Each package® must bear the following particulars, in letters grouped on the same side, legibly and
inddibly marked, and visible from the outside:

- Colour of the flesh

circumference, or according to the code size out in section 11l "Provisions Concerning

E. Official control mark (optional)

3 Package units of produce prepacked for direct sale to the consumer shall not be subject to these marking

provisions but shall conform to the national requirements. However, the markings referred to shall in any event be
shown on the transport packaging containing such package units.

4 The national legidation of a number of countries requires the explicit declaration of the name and address.
However, in the case where a code mark is used, the reference "packer and/or dispatcher (or equivalent
abbreviations)" hasto beindicated in close connection with the code mark.
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PART II: Amendmentsin trial period until November 2006

1. Deetethe following sentence from I A. Minimum reguirements:

“They must be sufficiently devel oped and display satisfactory ripeness.”

2. Insert anew section |1 B. to read as follows:

“B. Minimum maturity requirements

The fruit must be suffidently devel oped and display satisfactory ripeness.

In order to satisfy this requirement, the refractometric index of the pulp measured at the middle paint of
the fruit flesh at the equatorial section must be greater than or equal to 8° Brix and the firmness must be
lower than 6.5 kg measured with a plunger of 8 mm diameter (0.5cm?) at two points of the equatorial
section of the fruit, with the skin intact.”

3. Rename the existing section “B. Classification” to “C. Classification”.
