I DEFINITION OF PRODUCE
This standard applies to plums of varieties (cultivars) grown from

- Prunus domestica L. ssp. domestica

- Prunus domestica L. ssp. insititia (L.) Schneid.,

- Prunus domestica L. ssp. italica (Borkh.) Gams,

- Prunus domestica L. ssp. syriaca (Borkh.) Janchen and
- Prunus salicina Lindl.

to be supplied fresh to the consumer, plums for industrial processing being excluded.
I. PROVISIONS CONCERNING QUALITY

The purpose of the standard is to define the quality requirements of plums at the export control stage, after
preparation and packaging.

A. Minimum requirements
In all classes, subject to the specid provisions for each class and the tolerances allowed, the plums must be:

- intact

- sound; produce affected by rotting or deterioration such as to make it unfit for consumption
is excluded

- clean, practicaly free of any visible foreign matter

- practicaly free from pests

- practicaly free from damage caused by pests

- free of abnormal external moisture

- free of any foreign smell and/or taste.

The plums must have been carefully picked. They must be sufficiently developed and display satisfactory
ripeness.

The development and condition of the plums must be such as to enable them:

- to withstand transport and handling, and
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to arrive in satisfactory condition at the place of destination.

Classification

Plums are classified in three classes defined below:

()

"Extra" Class
Plums in thisclass must be of superior quality. 1n shape, development and colouring they must
be characteristic of the variety.

They must be:

- practically covered by their bloom, according to variety
- of firm flesh.

They must be free from defects with the exception of very dight superficia defects provided these do not
affect the genera appearance of the produce, the quality, the keeping quality and presentation in the package.

Class|
Plumsin this class must be of good quality. They must be characteristic of the variety.

The following dight defects, however, may be alowed, provided these do not affect the
general appearance of the produce, the quality, the keeping qudity and presentation in the
package:

- adight defect in shape

- adight defect in development

- adight defect in colouring

- skin defects of elongated shape must not exceed in length one-third of the maximum
diameter of thefruit. In particular, healed cracks may be alowed for "Golden gage”
varietiest

- other skin defects of which the total area affected must not exceed one-sixteenth of
the whole surface.

Classl|
This class includes plums which do not qualify for inclusion in the higher classes but satisfy
the minimum requirements specified above.

The following defects may be allowed provided the plumsretain their essentid characteristics
as regards the quality, the keeping quality and presentation:

Definition: Gages (Green Apricots, Dauphines, Greengages) having a green skin

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- defectsin shape

- defects in development

- defectsin colouring

- skin defects of which the total area affected must not exceed one-quarter of the
whole surface.

[11.  PROVISIONS CONCERNING SIZING
Size is determined by the maximum diameter of the equatoria section.

Minimum sizes are fixed as follows;

"Extra" and | [
Large-fruited varieties? 35mm 30 mm
Other varieties 28 mm 25 mm
Mirabelles and Damsons 20 mm 17 mm

For the"Extra" Class, the maximum differencein diameter between fruit in any one packageisfixed at 10 mm.

V. PROVISIONS CONCERNING TOLERANCES

Tolerances in respect of quality and size shall be alowed in each package for produce not satisfying the
requirements of the class indicated.

A. Quality tolerances

() "Extra" Class
5 per cent by number or weight of plums not satisfying the requirements of the class, but
meeting those of Class| or, exceptionaly, coming within the tolerances of that class.

(ii) Class|
10 per cent by number or weight of plums not satisfying the requirements of the class, but
meeting those of Class |l or, exceptionally, coming within the tolerances of that class. Within
this tolerance, not more than 2 per cent in total may consist of split and/or worm eaten fruit.

(i) Classl|
10 per cent by number or weight of plums satisfying neither the requirements of the class nor
the minimum requirements, with the exception of produce affected by rotting, marked bruising,

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or any other deterioration rendering it unfit for consumption. Within this tolerance, not more
than 4 per cent in total may consist of split and/or worm eaten fruit.

B. Size Tolerances

For dl classes: 10 per cent by number or weight of plums deviating from the minimum size or the size stated
on the package, the deviation not exceeding 3 mm above or below.

V. PROVISIONS CONCERNING PRESENTATION

A. Uniformity

The contents of each package must be uniformand contain only plums of the same origin, variety, quality and
size (if szed), and for the "Extra" Class, the contents must aso be uniform in colour.

The visible part of the contents of the package must be representative of the entire contents.
B. Packaging
Plums must be packed in such away as to protect the produce properly.
The materials used inside the package must be new, clean and of a quality such as to avoid causing any
external or interna damage to the produce. The use of materias, particularly of paper or stamps bearing trade
specificationsis alowed provided the printing and labelling has been done with non-toxic ink or glue.
Packages must be free of al foreign matter.
C. Presentation
The plums may be presented

- in small packages

- arranged in one or more layers separated from each other

- in bulk in the package, except for the "Extra" Class.

V1. PROVISIONS CONCERNING MARKING

Each package® must bear the following particulars, in letters grouped on the same side, legibly and inddlibly
