APRICOTS

I DEFINITION OF PRODUCE

This standard applies to apricots of varietiesti\zals) grown fromPrunus armeniaca L. to be
supplied fresh to the consumer, apricots for intkigbrocessing being excluded.

. PROVISIONS CONCERNING QUALITY

The purpose of the standard is to define the quadjuirements of apricots at the export-control
stage after preparation and packaging.

However, if applied at stages following export, guots may show in relation to the
requirements of the standard:

- a slight lack of freshness and turgidity
- for products graded in classes other than tharé&xClass, a slight deterioration
due to their development and their tendency tcsperi

The holder/seller of products may not display spicdducts or offer them for sale, or deliver or
market them in any manner other than in conformitth this standard. The holder shall be
responsible for observing such conformity.

A. Minimum requirements

In all classes, subject to the special provisiamseach class and the tolerances allowed, the
apricots must be:

- intact

- sound; produce affected by rotting or deterioraiooh as to make it unfit for
consumption is excluded

- clean, practically free of any visible foreign neatt

- practically free from pests

- free from damage caused by pests affecting thi fles

- free of abnormal external moisture

- free of any foreign smell and/or taste.

They must be sufficiently developed and displays&attory ripeness.

- to withstand transportation and handling
- to arrive in satisfactory condition at the pladalestination.

Classification

Apricots are classified in three classes, as defrdow:

“Extra” Class

Apricots in this class must be of superior qualityhey must be characteristic of the
variety, allowing for the district in which the ftus grown.

The flesh must be perfectly sound.

They must be free from defects, with the exceptbrvery slight superficial defects,
provided these do not affect the general appearahdbe produce, the quality, the
keeping quality and presentation in the package.

Class |

Apricots in this class must be of good quality.eymust be characteristic of the variety,
allowing for the district in which the fruit is gnon.

The flesh must be perfectly sound.

The following slight defects, however, may be akwlyprovided these do not affect the
general appearance of the produce, the qualitykgbping quality and presentation in the
package:

- a slight defect in shape
- a slight defect in development
- slight defects in colouring
- slight pressure marks not more than ¥ aifithe total surface area
- a slight healed crack
- slight skin defects, which must not extend overertban
- 1 cm in length for defects of elongated shape
- 0.5 cnf of the total surface area for other defects
- 10 per cent of the total surface area for russeting

Class Il

This class includes apricots that do not qualify iftclusion in the higher classes but
satisfy the minimum requirements specified above.

The flesh must be free from major defects.
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The following defects may be allowed, provided thericots retain their essential
characteristics as regards the quality, the keeguradjity and presentation:

defects in shape
defects in development, including split stonesyjaled the fruit is closed and the
flesh is sound and not discoloured
defects in colouring
bruising not more than 1 émof the total surface area
skin defects, which must not extend over more than
- 2 cm in length for defects of elongated shape
- 1 cnt of the total surface area for other defects.
- 15 per cent of the total surface area for russeting

1. PROVISIONS CONCERNING SIZING

Size is determined by the maximum diameter of tgatorial section. Sizing is compulsory for
classes “Extra” and I.

V. PROVISIONS CONCERNING TOLERANCES

Tolerances in respect of quality and size shalalbewved in each lot for produce not
satisfying the requirements of the class indicated.

Quality tolerances

“Extra” Class

A total tolerance of 5 per cent, by number or wgigh apricots not satisfying the
requirements of the class but meeting those ofClas allowed. Within this
tolerance not more than 0.5 per cent in total nansist of produce satisfying the
requirements of Class Il quality.
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(i) Class |
A total tolerance of 10 per cent, by number or \Wgi@f apricots not satisfying
the requirements of the class but meeting thosglads Il is allowed. Within this
tolerance not more than 1 per cent in total maysisbrof produce satisfying
neither the requirements of Class Il quality noe tminimum requirements.
Produce affected by rotting or any other deterioratrendering it unfit for
consumption is excluded.

(i)  Class I
A total tolerance of 10 per cent, by number or \ugigf apricots satisfying
neither the requirements of the class nor the mimimequirements is allowed.
Produce affected by rotting or any other deterioratrendering it unfit for
consumption is excluded.

Within this tolerance, fruit split at the stalk dgvand fruit with split stones are
allowed.

B. Size tolerances
For all classes (if sized): a total tolerance op#d cent, by number or weight, of apricots
deviating up to 3 mm from the size indicated iswatd.

V. PROVISIONS CONCERNING PRESENTATION

A. Unifor mity

The contents of each package must be uniform anthicoonly apricots of the same origin,
variety, quality and size (if sized), and, for "ExtClass, uniform in colouring.

The visible part of the contents of the packagetrhasepresentative of the entire contents.

B. Packaging

The apricots must be packed in such a way as tegirthe produce properly.

The materials used inside the package must be eledrof a quality such as to avoid causing
any external or internal damage to the producee U$e of materials, particularly of paper or
stamps bearing trade specifications, is allowedyided the printing or labelling has been done

with non-toxic ink or glue.

Stickers individually affixed to the produce shHadl such that, when removed, neither leave
visible traces of glue, nor lead to skin defects.

Packages must be free of all foreign matter.
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VI.  PROVISIONS CONCERNING MARKING

Each packademust bear the following particulars, in lettersgwed on the same side, legibly
and indelibly marked, and visible from the outside:

B. Nature of produce

regional or local place name.

D. Commercial specifications

Size (if sized), expressed in minimum and maxindiameter.
