Biography

Liliana Brykman

After 9 years with the European Trade Association for the non-ferrous metals industry, Mrs Brykman joined the Energy Directorate General of the European Commission in 1983.  There she was responsible for natural gas policy, including liberalisation of the market, and price and competition issues.  She later moved to DG Trade, where she joined the unit dealing with the external dimension of the internal market.  Her particular focus there was on mutual recognition agreements (MRAs) on testing and certification, and elimination of technical barriers to trade.  In 1992 Mrs Brykman joined the Secretariat General, working in the directorate which subsequently became the Directorate General for Justice and Home Affairs.  It was here that she was promoted Head of the Drugs Co-ordination Unit.  She joined DG Enterprise in February 2003 as Head of the unit dealing with Steel, non-ferrous metals, glass, ceramics, cement and the non-energy extractive industries, where her main task is to promote the competitiveness and sustainability of these sectors and improve dialogue with stakeholders.  Since March 2006, she is the Head of the unit responsible for the general framework for the free movement of goods. The unit is responsible for the European Commission’s rolling programme of simplification of the existing body of EU law, as part of the Better Regulation initiative, and for the enforcement of a large chunk of Community internal market legislation (defective products, firearms, cultural goods, late payment in commercial transactions and free movement of goods within the European Community).
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
