PROPOSITIONS DIVERSES D’AMENDEMENTS AU REGLEMENT TYPE
SUR LE TRANSPORT DES MARCHANDISES DANGEREUSES

Communication de I’expert des Etats-Unis d’ Amérique

1.  L’expert des Etats-Unis d’Amérique a proposé des amendements aux dispositions spéciales
applicables au transport en citernes mobiles dans le document UN/SCETDG/27/INF.23.
Plusieurs membres du Sous-Comité ont formulé des observations sur ces propositions et il

a été convenu qu’une proposition en bonne et due forme serait soumise pour examen a la
vingt-huitiéme session. Le Sous-Comité est invité a examiner un certain nombre d’amendements
aux dispositions spéciales applicables au transport en citernes mobiles (dispositions

spéciales TP).

Propositions

2. Il est proposé d’apporter les modifications ci-apres aux dispositions spéciales applicables
au transport en citernes mobiles:

a)  TP6, supprimer. La disposition TP6 s’applique au peroxyde d’hydrogéne sous
diverses formes (numéros ONU 2014, 2015, 2984 et 3149) et au chloropréne (numéro
ONU 1991). Cette disposition est superflue. Des dispositifs de décompression sont déja prescrits
pour toutes les matieres. Des prescriptions a ce sujet sont énoncées a la fois dans les dispositions
spéciales TP et au chapitre 6.7 (voir 6.7.2.7.1). La disposition spéciale TP6 répéte simplement
ce qui est déja dit au chapitre 6.7;
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b)  TP9, supprimer. Cette disposition est ainsi rédigée «Une matiére répondant a cette
description ne peut étre transportée en citernes mobiles qu’avec I’autorisation de 1’autorité
compétente.». Cette disposition est superflue et elle impose un surcroit de travail a la fois
aux expéditeurs et aux autorités compétentes en exigeant 1’autorisation de ces derniéres.

Les rubriques auxquelles est affectée la disposition spéciale TP9 sont des rubriques n.s.a. pour
lesquelles des instructions de transport en conteneurs-citernes et des dispositions spéciales sont
déja prescrites dans la Liste des marchandises dangereuses. Toutes les rubriques visées par la
disposition spéciale TP9 font déja I’objet de dispositions restrictives pour le transport en citernes
parce que ce sont des rubriques n.s.a. Au cours des 10 derniéres années, I’autorité compétente
des Etats-Unis d’ Amérique a délivré de nouvelles autorisations TP9 pour le transport de matiéres
visées par cette disposition spéciale, et dans chaque cas les termes de 1’autorisation ont été
identiques aux conditions admises en vertu des instructions de transport en citernes et des
dispositions spéciales prescrites dans la Liste des marchandises dangereuses pour ces maticres.
Apres discussion avec d’autres autorités compétentes, nous sommes parvenus a la conclusion
que notre expérience n’est pas un cas isol€. Il est donc recommandé¢ de supprimer la disposition
spéciale TP9 a moins que des membres du Sous-Comité ne puissent citer des cas ou ils auraient
imposé d’autres conditions ou de conditions supplémentaires. Pour la discussion, une liste des
maticres auxquelles est affectée la disposition TP9 est jointe dans I’annexe 1;

c)  TP12, supprimer. Cette disposition est rédigée comme suit «Cette matiere est tres
corrosive pour ’acier.». La formulation «trés corrosive» n’est pas définie et elle ne s’appuie pas
sur des criteres précis; il s’agit donc sans doute d’un jugement d’expert. La disposition spéciale
elle-méme n’exprime pas une prescription comme c’est le cas de presque toutes les autres
dispositions TP; il s’agit simplement d’une constatation. On ne sait pas non plus si la disposition
est affectée a toutes les matiéres trés corrosives. Aux fins de la discussion, une liste des matiéres
auxquelles est affectée la disposition TP12 est présentée dans 1’annexe 2 au présent document.
