B. JUSTIFICATION 
 
With the introduction of Revision 4, the Regulation No. 16 has been extended with a part II: 
"VEHICLES EQUIPPED WITH SAFETY-BELTS…".  This has offered the possibility for an 
approval with regard to the installation of safety belts in the vehicle.  As a consequence an extra 
Communication form (Annex 1A) has been introduced.  However, this Communication form 
makes no reference to the technical service and the tests carried out. 
 
This proposal aims to bring Annex 1A in line with other Communication forms such as Annex 
1B of Regulation No. 16 and the Communication forms of Regulations Nos. 14 and 17.  
 
By means of providing data concerning the technical service and the tests carried out, the 
traceability is also ensured.  
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
