Measure to be taken: Move the NOTE concerning gas cartridges under 6.2.1 to 6.2.
Introduction
1.
The NOTE under “6.2.1 General requirements” reads as follows:


“For aerosol dispensers, small receptacles containing gas (gas cartridges) and fuel cell cartridges containing liquefied flammable gas, see 6.2.4.”

2.
The requirements for gas cartridges in Chapter 6.2 come solely under “6.2.4 Requirements for aerosol dispensers, small receptacles containing gas (gas cartridges) and fuel cell cartridges containing liquefied flammable gas”. The NOTE therefore applies to Chapter 6.2 as a whole and not merely to “6.2.1 General requirements”.

Proposal
3.
Place the NOTE “For aerosol dispensers, small receptacles containing gas (gas cartridges) and fuel cell cartridges containing liquefied flammable gas, see 6.2.4.” before 6.2.1, since the note applies to Chapter 6.2 as a whole and not merely to “6.2.1 General requirements”.
Justification

Safety: the aim is to clarify the wording: consequently, there is no safety issue.

5.
Feasibility: the aim is to clarify the wording: consequently, there is no feasibility issue.

6.
Enforceability: the aim is to clarify the wording: consequently, there is no enforceability issue.
