At present the requirements for headrests on attioard seats in vehicles of category évie
different between Regulations No. 80 and 17 andilshioe brought in line with that of the latter.
In addition, research has shown that it is not iptesso provide side-facing seats with safety
belts ensuring the same level of safety to the paots as front-facing seats. For safety reasons,
it is necessary to ban those seats in certain @agésgof vehicles.
