Results of the first meeting of the 2010-2011 Beau of the
Inland Transport Committee (25 February 2010)

Attendance

1. The meeting was chaired by Erdem Direkler (Tyykend was attended by the
following members: Isabelle Paillet (France), RaKgllermann (Germany), Victor Guzun
(Republic of Moldova), Bob Oudshoorn (Netherlandk)sé Alberto Franco (Portugal),
Ekaterina Slizkova (Russian Federation) and Jeand® Schneuwly (Switzerland). Sergei
Negrei (Belarus), Fabio Croccolo (ltaly) and Chaist Dufour (European Commission)
were unable to attend.

Matters arising from the seventy-second sesanoof the Inland
Transport Committee

2. When discussing the outcome of the seventy-skesession of the ITC, the Bureau
felt that this session had been successful, asnebeu of important decisions had been
taken, including on the implementation of the digtachograph, hinterland connections of
seaports, global warming and transport, continnatiowork on Euro-Asian transport links

and computerization of the TIR, development of fyedhlity standards and methodologies
for emissions of vehicles, transport of dangeroaedg and specialized cargoes, inland
transport security and transport and competitivenes

3. Regarding the policy segment (round table) dmgah in the afternoon of 23
February 2010 on “Sustainable Transport Developmdtie Case of Inland Water
Transport”, the Bureau concluded that this evert &so been successful. It noted that
about 150 participants from 34 countries and mdmant20 related international
organizations had attended this meeting. The Buwealcomed the high quality of the
presentations and contributions by the speakers celvered a wide range of topics in a
very interesting manner. Notwithstanding the higlaliy of the event, the Bureau felt that
the lengthly presentations of some speakers hatkftaufficient time for debate.

4. The Bureau reviewed the structure of the Coneelist sessions in light of the
experience from the organization of its seventyesecsession, as well as previous ones. It
felt that the division of the session into threatpanamely policy - linked with the
organization of an event - technical and reportisigould be maintained. Noting that
holding the Ministerial segment on Euro-Asian t@ors links during the seventieth session
of the Committee had increased the Committee’iityi and raised its importance and
relevance, the Bureau felt that the organizationse€h high level events should be
considered in the future, and if possible in 20breover, the Bureau believed that the
policy-linked items of the Committee’s agenda skdug further strengthened and brought
to the fore.

5. The Bureau noted that several subsidiary botlieshe Committee are often
confronted with similar challenges and that soméiem are currently discussing issues of
common interest. It felt that the exchange of infation or best practices amongst the
Committee’s subsidiary bodies would be useful, aonggested that the seventy-third
session of the Committee could include an hour’sting of the chairs of the Committee’s

16. The Bureau was informed by the secretariatsofuiture plans in further enhancing

inland transport security, through the organizatibrevents to exchange information and
share best practices, and noted that next evehtwibrganized in partnership with the

Transport Asset Protection Association (TAPA) inn@ea, on 31 January 2011, under the
theme “Driver and cargo security”, within the cotitef prevention of transport crime.

17.  The Bureau felt that the selected theme ofatheve-mentioned event is of great
importance for the transport security in the ECHioe and encouraged the secretariat to
pursue its plans.

Implementation of the digital tachograph

18. The Bureau welcomed the “tolerance packageg&eagent that had been formally
approved by the Contracting Parties to the Europegneement Concerning the Work of
Crews of Vehicles Engaged in International Roach3part (AETR), thereby providing a
six-month tolerance period for the implementatidnttee digital tachograph at the pan-
European level, ending on 31 December 2010.

19. The Bureau noted that the preparation for ithelementation of the digital
tachograph is progressing satisfactory in a nurnbeon-EU countries, including Albania,
Belarus, the Russian Federation and Ukraine anessed that all non-EU AETR
Contracting Parties to the AETR should implemermt dhigital tachograph by the end of
2010.

Activities related to road traffic safety

20. The Bureau was informed about General AsserRBlgolution 64/255 of 2 March
2010, proclaiming the period 2011-2020 as the Deadd\ction for Road Safety, as well
as on the activities on road safety planned byWeeking Party on Road Traffic Safety
(WP.1) and the secretariat.

21. The Bureau welcomed the preparation of theiesixtanniversary of WP.1, the
progress of the joint UNECE, International Bask#étifaéederation (FIBA) and Turkish

Traffic Police road safety promotional campaign iogr the World Basketball

Championship 2010 in Turkey (August — Septembe2@hd of the joint UNECE and the
Organization of the Black Sea Economic Coopera(B8EC) road safety conference in
Alexandroupolis, Greece (November 2010).

22. The Bureau also noted the concerns expressettiebgecretariat on insufficient
human and financial resources within the secrdtanaroad traffic safety. This is a major
obstacle to the secretariat, preventing UNECE aaimig and further strengthening its
efforts to address, in a sustainable way, the asing needs and challenges in the road
traffic safety.

The TIR and the eTIR

23. The Bureau was informed of the latest developgsmin TIR, the eTIR project and
the work of the Informal Ad hoc Expert Group on Ceptual and Technical aspects of
Computerization of the TIR Procedure (WP.30/GEif)particular the outcome of its
recent session which was held in Helsinki (8 afda®ch 2010). In this context, the Bureau
recalled the view expressed by the Chair of WP 3tha seventy-second session of the
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Committee, that the introduction of eTIR in theuiwt should be done by means of drafting
a new multimodal e-transit Customs convention,eathan by amending the present TIR
Convention (ECE/TRANS/208, para. 52).

XIl.  Informal group of experts on unified railway law

24.  The Bureau recalled that the Working Party ail Rransport (SC.2) had decided to
set up an informal group of experts to prepare sitipo paper on ways and means to
achieve unified railway law in the pan-Europeanaoeg(ECE/RANS/SC.2/212, para. 13).
It noted that following a first session of the infal group of experts (Geneva, 26 March
2010), the European Commission, when invited teraktthe second session of group of
experts (St. Petersburg, 8 July 2010), informedBB& secretariat that there was no need
for developing harmonized legal regimes for panepean rail transport within UNECE, to
the extent that these regimes cover matters oEthepean Union (EU) competence. Such
activities would create legal inconsistencies. Aasequence, the European Commission
would not be in a position to follow the work oftlgroup of experts.

25.  The Bureau underlined that the mandate ofrtfegrnal expert group was to prepare
a position paper on these issues, with particadewns on Euro-Asian rail transport linkages,
for consideration by SC.2 at its forthcoming sessio November 2010. The Bureau felt
that a very cautious approach should be taken ween&U law is involved and
encouraged the secretariat to further consult thighEuropean Commission with a view to
clarifying these matters.

X, Climate change and transport

26.  The Bureau was informed about the progreskeobtganization of a round table on
“Climate Change and Transport” to be held in Gepéavéhe afternoon of 24 June 2010, as
part of the 151st session of the World Forum forritanization of Vehicle Regulations
(WP.29), as well as on the planned joint UNECE #red United Nations Conference on
Trade and Development (UNCTAD) workshop on “Clima@hange Impacts on
International Transport Networks” (Geneva, 8 Septen2010), as part of the twenty-third
session of the Working Party on Transport TrendsEeconomics (WP.5).

7. The Bureau was also informed about the requEdB.5 to the secretariat to
explore with Governments and potential donors,udiclg the Government of the Russian
Federation, the possibilities of funding the EATLroject’s activities, which is
indispensable for the continuation of work beyor@®fl@ Moreover, the Bureau was
informed about the request of WP.5 to the Committesupport the Working Party’'s work
in this field.
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8. The Bureau welcomed and appreciated the progfetbe Expert Group as well as
its unique role as coordination mechanism in pramgoand monitoring the development of
Euro-Asian transport links and facilitating intetioaal transport. The Bureau noted with
satisfaction that an EATL workshop will take plafem 6 to 8 December 2010 in
Turkmenbashy organized in cooperation with the Guwvent of Turkmenistan and OSCE.

Climate change impacts on international transpd networks and
adaptation requirements

10. The Bureau was informed by the secretariat fen results of the joint United
Nations Economic Commission for Europe — Unitedidiet Conference on Trade and
Development Workshop on “Climate Change Impacts laternational Transport
Networks”.

11. The Bureau noted that the joint workshop deinatesi the complexity of the
substantive issues involved and the urgent negutépare appropriate policy actions, as
well as the need for exchange of information abbast practices among member
Governments. The Bureau also noted that since timebar of WP.5 members present
during the discussion of the follow-up to the wdrp did not offer a good representation
of the Working Party constituency, the WP.5 Chéimsoffice and successor) and the newly
elected vice-chair agreed to defer the specifistoe of follow-up, including the set-up of
an expert group with limited duration, to the sayethird session of the Inland Transport
Committee.

12. The Bureau welcomed this important initiatife/dP.5 and recommended that the
Committee should approve the setting up of a Gafupxperts on Climate change impacts
and adaptation for international transport netwofés two years.

13. The Bureau considered Informal document No.n8 additional information
provided by the secretariat on the status of thé&ednNations Development Account
(UNDA) project on the development and implementatid a monitoring and assessment
tool for CQ, emissions in inland transport to facilitate climathange mitigation. The
project will be implemented by the five United Nats regional commissions, whereas
UNECE is the project coordinator. It will consisttbe following main components: global
status report on COreduction targets through inland transport; ameytreview of
measuring methodologies; common methodology anmdresport policy converter: at least
one pilot project in each regional commission.

14. The Bureau was informed about the forthcomimgand Transport Security
Discussion Forum to be held on 31 January 2011eine@a and noted that the forthcoming
introduction of a new road sign indicating safekpag areas for trucks is the first result of
the joint Working Party of Road Traffiac Safety (WP and Working Party of Road
Transport (SC.1) session, held on 29 September.2010

VII.  Activities related to road transport and to the
implementation of the digital tachograph

15. The Bureau considered Informal document No.n8 additional information
provided by the secretariat on the current statushe implementation of the digital
tachograph in non-EU AETR Contracting Parties. Baeeau noted an overall progress in
implementating the digital tachograph in the mayoof non-EU AETR Contracting Parties
to meet the deadline of 31 December 2010.

16. The Bureau also noted the importance of AETiRIar22bis and the challenging
relationship between AETR and EU law and believed in view of the complexity of the
issues, finding a satisfactory solution would regusufficient discussion time among
experts which cannot be provided during the Conemitt session. The Bureau
recommended that the Committee should urge ther&aitig Parties of AETR to seek
practical and mutually acceptable solutions throwgimpromise that would satisfy all
parties, and welcomed the organization, by theetadat in close cooperation with AETR
Contracting Parties and other interested stakehmldé a meeting to discuss these issues,
to be held in Geneva on 4 March 2011.

VIII. Activities related to road traffic safety

17. The Bureau considered Informal document No.nd additional information
provided by the secretariat about the prioritiethef Working Party on Road Transport and
UNECE related activities.

18. The Bureau welcomed the sixtieth anniversaryoafd safety activities that was
celebrated at a joint meeting of WP.1 and SC.1 $2ftember 2010) and stressed the
importance of the General Assembly Resolution 68/@52 March 2010, proclaiming the
period 2011-2020 as the Decade of Action for Roaftg, which in fact is the seventh
decade of road safety work in the United Nationsteay, as well as of the plans for the
global launch of the Decade on 11 May 2011.

19. The Bureau welcomed the results of the joimfe@®nce of UNECE and the
Organization of the Black Sea Economic CooperatB®EC) on improving road safety in
the BSEC region, held under the Greek Chairmansh@ffice of BSEC and hosted by the
Chamber of loannina and the Hellenic Chambers P@msAssociation, in loannina
(Greece), on 18 and 19 November 2010 and the‘jmiahnina Declaration” adopted by the
conference participants. The Bureau noted withstatiion that at its twenty-third meeting,
held in Thessaloniki (Greece), 26 November 2016, @ouncil of Ministers of Foreign
Affairs of the BSEC member States commended tharizgrs for this initiative and
recommended the relevant BSEC working groups tsiden the conference conclusions.

20. The Bureau also welcomed the results of th& JONECE, International Basketball
Federation (FIBA) and Turkish Traffic Police globadad safety promotional campaign
“We play and drive by the rules” during the Worldadketball Championship 2010 in

11
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Turkey (August — September 2010) that contributeslards global dissemination of the
road safety messages and increased the visibfliBNECE and its road safety work.

21.  The Bureau noted the future plans of WP.1 &edsecretariat to promote safety at
level crossings through hosting a multidisciplingrpup of experts from road, railway and
related infrastructure organizations together wdtther stakeholders, as well as of a
multidisciplinary crash investigation (MDCI) toolorf improving road safety to be
developed under a special extra budgetary project.

22.  The Bureau recommended that the Committee gdHallcreate a joint WP.1, SC.1
and SC.2 expert group, of a limited duration, torkwvtowards enhancing safety at level
crossings and (b) support further work towardsdbeelopment of MDCI mechanisms at
the Road Safety Forum, subject to the availabiftgxternal funding.

Introduction of eTIR

23.  The Bureau took note of the latest developmiertise eTIR projectin particular the
successful establishment of the network of eTIRafg@oints and the active participation of the
Dutch customs in the preparation of the fourth ¢dapf the Reference Model.

24.  The Bureau also took note that the WorkingyPant Customs Questions affecting
Transport (WP.30), at its latest session (28 Selpgem 1 October 2010), held first
deliberations on the preparation of legal provisi@ammed at the introduction of eTIR but
that, so far, it has not been in a position to decn whether to amend the current
Convention with provisions introducing the use tE#céronic data interchange (EDI) or to
launch a completely new "eTIR" or “eTransit” Contien, since both options have their
own advantages and drawbacks. The Bureau welcorhedoffer of some WP.30
delegations to set up a small drafting group tasa$ise secretariat in preparing the legal
provisions required for the introduction of eTIR.

25.  The Bureau took note that the WP.30 recognibedimportance of integrating
existing Information TechnologflT) tools developed by the International Road Tpams
Union (IRU), namely TIR Electronic Pre-declaratiiR-EPD) and SafeTIR, in the eTIR
Project, but stressed that these tools can, by eans) replace the full-fledged eTIR
system, whose main objective is to allow for a Gost-to-Customs data exchange.

26. Furthermore, the Bureau took note that theesadat has started looking into the
financial aspects of the introduction of the eTiRernational system by studying the
experiences made within other IT systems in thil f&d§ Customs, such as ASYCUDA
(Automated SYstem for CUstoms Data), NCTS (New Catmpzed Transit System),
national Customs systems and IRUs TIR-EPD and 3BfeT took note of the successful
meeting organized by Turkish Customs, in which etgp&om the public and private sector
provided a first assessment of the costs involwedsétting up and maintaining the eTIR
international system.

27. The Bureau also noted that the secretariaeékisg UNDA funds to launch a new
capacity building project, closely related to eTI&med at developing and promoting a
Customs-to-Customs exchange platform for trandd.da

28. In the light of the above, the Bureau recommenthat the Committee should: (a)
support the continuatioof the eTIR Project in order to allow for Custotns€ustoms data
exchange (as described in the so-called “eTIR Rafar Model”), while, at the same time,
securing an appropriate level of connectivity wétkisting TIR related IT systems and to
this end, the Bureau recommended that the Comnstieald prolong the mandate of the
WP.30/GE.1 to the year 2011; (b) mandate the smd@éto conduct, in the course of 2011,
a cost/benefit analysis of a computerized TIR syste

29.  Finally, the Bureau welcomed the signing of thdECE-IRU agreement on 19
November 2010, ensuring the continuation of the $yRtem for the years 2011 to 2013.
However, it regretted the difficulties caused byIR the process.

Activities related to the harmonization of vehcle regulations

30. The Bureau was informed by the secretariahefrhost recent developments in the
work carried out by the World Forum for Harmonipatiof Vehicles Regulation (WP.29)
and its six subsidiary Working Parties (GRB, GRRRE, GRRF, GRSG and GRSP), the
Administrative Committee of the 1958 Agreement @he Executive Committee of the
1998 Agreement. The Bureau noted that 30 informaligs worked during 2010 in parallel
to the World Forum and to its subsidiary bodies$sist them in developing new vehicle
regulations and updating the 135 existing vehielgufations. The Bureau also noted that
more than 110 amendments were adopted in 2010tingdexisting vehicle regulations to
the technical progress and introducing more seliraits.

31. The Bureau was also informed about the modifina of vehicle regulations
covering hybrid and electric vehicles and aboutwek in progress regarding hydrogen
and fuel cells technologies, as well as of theustaf the development of recommendations
on market fuel quality by the World Forum WP.29 ahe difficulties encountered in
reaching an agreement with the petrol industryaso f

32. Moreover, the Bureau was informed about the 2&FRound Table on Climate
Change and Transport, held on 24 June 2010 andhéatonclusions of the Round Table
containing short and long-term actions, would besodered by the World Forum at its
session in March 2011.

Activities related to inland water transport

33. The Bureau considered Informal document No.n# additional information
provided by the secretariat and noted that follgnvihe policy segment on inland water
transport at the seventy-second session of the 1€ Working Party on Inland Water
Transport (SC.3) has finalized and adopted, sulbtjesome editorial and statistical updates
and improvements, the UNECE White Paper on Efficemd Sustainable Inland Water
Transport in Europe for endorsement by the ITCtatfarthcoming session. The White
Paper provides a pan-European vision on the futevelopment of inland navigation in the
ECE region, 15 years after issuance of the firsE@R White Paper on this subject. The
policy recommendations contained in the White Péj&e been prepared by SC.3 in close
cooperation with the European Commission (DG Masjvell as with the Danube, Mosel,
Rhine and Sava River Commissions.

34.  Moreover, the Bureau noted that SC.3 has afrgdiihted actions to implement the
policy recommendations of the White Paper by stfemng, in close cooperation with the
competent services of the European Union and trerRCommissions, existing working
mechanisms on technical and safety requirementsder to further economize resources
and reap synergies without jeopardizing efficieaeyl safety in inland navigation at the
pan-European level. Furthermore, SC.3 has beerndaimgy the possibility of operating a
possible future European database for registradfoimland navigation vessels (European
hull database) under the auspices of UNECE to erthat all interested UNECE member
countries could participate in such a scheme asidf2012.

Informal group of experts on unified railway law

35. The Bureau was informed that, on 19 Novembd02the Working Party on Rail
Transport (SC.2) had adopted a position paper wsvanified railway law in the pan-
European region and on Euro-Asian transport corsids prepared by an informal group of
experts. The position paper described a vision arglrategy to overcome problems in
international railway law using a step-by-step apph, short, medium and long-term. As
requested, the European Commission has coopernatta ipreparation of this paper and
has endorsed this approach.

36. SC.2 agreed that short-term actions, i.e. dpweént of a Memorandum of

Understanding (or similar soft law instrument) ayaheral terms and conditions for Euro-
Asian transport contracts (private law) shoulddieet up in parallel by UNECE, by means
of an expert group, and by the Organization for gawation of Railways (OSJD) / the

International Rail Transport Committee (CIT) duritige course of 2011 for possible
signature by Governments and railway companiesndutfie ITC session in early 2012.
The secretariat would prepare terms of referen€eR) of such an ECE expert group for
consideration by ITC at its forthcoming session.

Intelligent transport systems

37.  The Bureau was informed by the secretariathenprogress of the elaboration of a
Roadmap for promoting Intelligent Transport Systdiii$S) and of the secretariat's plans
to launch a web-based public consultation on theréudeployment of ITS and the possible
role UNECE in this endeavour. The Bureau noted thatsecretariat intends to present a
strategy package containing a background docunmehsiategic note that were drafted in
cooperation with the Italian government and a gevzartner.

Transport and competitiveness

38. The Bureau took note of the steps undertaketh&ysecretariat in order to further

advance the work on the project “Supply Chain Gmgles for National Competitiveness

through Transport” and the change in the projeseline as adopted by the Working Party
on Transport Trends and Economics at its twentygttbéssion. The Bureau agreed with the
new time-line and encouraged the secretariat toarck the work towards project

completion.

Self evaluation of some activities of the 2032011
programme of work

39. The Bureau was informed about the amendments thte annex of
ECE/TRANS/2010/7 regarding clusters of activities the biennial evaluation of the
programme of work 2010-2011.

40. The Bureau was also informed about two topétscsed for the discretionary self-
evaluation planned to be carried out in 2010-2011.

41. The Bureau noted the results of a self-evalnagxercise on collecting and

disseminating transport and road traffic accidésistics by UNECE and its secretariat and
that such self-evaluations are undertaken reguléagty UNECE staff to assess the
effectiveness of activities in achieving expectesults and the efficiency with which these
activities are carried out.
