The text reproduced below was adopted by the Working Party on Lighting and Light-Signalling (GRE) at its sixty-fourth session. It is based on informal document No. GRE-64-43 as reproduced in Annex VI to the report. It is submitted to the World Forum for Harmonization of Vehicle Regulations (WP.29) and to the Administrative Committee (AC.1) for consideration (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRE/64, para. 25).
 Paragraph 6.1.6., amend to read:

"6.1.6.

When an assembly of two independent lamps to be type approved as "D" lamps having the same function is deemed to be a single lamp, it shall comply with the requirements for:



(a)
Maximum intensity if all lamps together are lit



(b)
Minimum intensity if either lamp has failed."
Paragraph 6.1.8., amend to read:
"6.1.8.

When all light sources are illuminated the maximum intensity specified for a single lamp shall not be exceeded while, in the case of a lamp marked "D", the maximum intensity specified for the lamp marked "D" shall not be exceeded."
