(b)  When a driver is about to pass another vehimbeas to prevent
dazzle far enough away to enable the driver ofativer vehicle to
proceed easily and without danger;

(c) In any other circumstances in which it is neeeg to avoid
dazzling other road-users or the users of a waterararailway
running alongside the road.

When, however, a vehicle is following closelyhlrel another vehicle,
driving beam headlampsmay be used to give a luminous warning as
referred to in Article 28, paragraph 2, of the itten to overtake.

Fog lamps may be lit only in thick fog, fallimgpow, heavy rain or similar

Between nightfall and dawn and in any other winstances when
visibility is inadequate, the presence of powewreni vehicles and of
trailers connected to power-driven vehiclesstanding or parked on a
road shall be indicated by front and rear positiamps. In thick fog,
falling snow, heavy rain or similar conditions pagsbeam headlamps
or front fog lamps may be used. Rear fog lamps mayese conditions
be used as a supplement to the rear position lamps.

Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 8thi§ Article, within a
built-up area the front and rear position lamps nisy replaced by
parking lamps, provided that:

(@)  The vehicle does not exceed 6 m in length andi2 width;
(b)  No trailer is coupled to the vehicle;

(c) The parking lamps are placed on that side efuwbhicle which is
furthest from theroad edge alongside which the vehicle is
standing or parked.

Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraphan® 9 of this Article, a
vehicle may be standing or parked without any latitps

(a) On aroad lit in such a way that the vehiclelearly visible at an
adequate distance;

(b)  Away from theoad and hard shoulder;

Reversing lamps may be used only when the leldiaeversing or about
to reverse; optional additional reversing lamps may remain
illuminated during slow forward manoeuvres.

Hazard warning sighal may be used only to wahrer road-users of a
particular danger:

(@)  When a vehicle which has broken down or has leeolved in an
accident cannot be moved immediately, so that fstitutes an
obstacle to other road-users;

(b)  When indicating to other road-users the risk asf imminent
danger.

Specialwarning lamps:

(a) Displaying a blue light may be used only oropty vehicles when
carrying out an urgent mission or when in otheesasis necessary to
give warning to other road-users of the presendhe¥ehicle;

(b) Displaying an amber light may be used only whée vehicles
genuinely assigned to the specific tasks for wiiiety were equipped
with the special warning lamp or when the presesfcguch vehicles
on the road constitutes a danger or inconveniemogher road-users.

The use of warning lamps displaying other coloumsyrbe authorized by
domestic legislation.

In no circumstances shall a vehicle display a red lighthe front or white
light to the rear, subject to the exemptions memtbin Annex 5, paragraph
61. A vehicle shall not be modified or lamps adted in a way which could
conflict with this requirement.
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Annex 1

Exceptions to the Obligation to Admit Motor Vehides and Trailers
in International Traffic

8. ContractingParties may refuse to admit to their territoriesnternational
traffic any motor vehicle equipped withassing beamheadlamps with
asymmetric beams if such beams have not been atldptesuit the
direction of traffic in their territories.

Annex 5

Technical Conditions Concerning Motor Vehicles ad Trailers

1. Without prejudice to the provisions of Article Baragraph 2 (a) and
Article 39, paragraph 1 of this Convention any Caating Party may,
with respect to motor vehicles which it registersl ao trailers which it
allows on the road under its domestic legislatiay, down rules which
supplement, or are stricter than, the provisionthizf Annex. All vehicles
in international traffic must meet the technicafjugements in force in
their country of registration when they first emtglinto service.

1bis. Vehicles, their systems, parts and equipmenthat have been
approved in conformity with the Regulations annexedto the
"Agreement concerning the adoption of uniform techrncal
prescriptiondor wheeled vehicles , equipment and parts whichan be
fitted and/or be used on wheeled vehicles and theomditions for
reciprocal recognition of approvals granted on thebasis of these
prescriptions" done at Geneva on 20 March 1958, inading the
Amendments, are deemed to be in conformity with tls Annex,
provided that the above-mentioned Regulations areat contrary to
the principles defined in letter V of Article 1, paagraphs 1 and 5 of
Article 8 and paragraph 1 of Article 13 of the Conention.

2. For the purposes of this Annex, the term "tréibgpplies only to a trailer
designed to be coupled to a motor vehicle.

3. Contracting Parties which, in conformity with tiste 1, subparagraph
(n), of this Convention, have declared that theghwio treat as motor
cycles three-wheeled vehicles the unladen masshafhwdoes not exceed
400 kg, shall make such vehicles subject to thesrlidid down in this
Annex either for motorcycles or for other motor icés.
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Chapter Il

Vehicle lighting and light-signalling devices

19.

For the purposes of this chapter, the term:

"Driving beam headlamp' means the lamp used to illuminate the road
over a long distance ahead of the vehicle;

"Passing beam headlampmeans the lamp used to illuminate the road
ahead of the vehicle without causing undue dazzlaiscomfort to
oncoming drivers and other road-users;

"Adaptive front lighting system" means a lighting device providing

"Cornering lamp" means a lamp [activated automatially and] used
to provide supplementary illumination of that part of the road which
is located near the forward corner of the vehicle athe side towards
which the vehicle is going to turn,

"Front position lamp" means the lamp used to iaticche presence and
the width of the vehicle when viewed from the front

"Rear position lamp" means the lamp used to indi¢he presence and
the width of the vehicle when viewed from the rear;

"Stop lamp" means the lamp used to indicate t@mtbad-users to the
rear of the vehicle that thngitudinal movement of the vehicle is
intentionally retarded;

"Emergency stop signal' means an automatically gegrated signal to
indicate to other road users to the rear of the vekle that a high
retardation force has been applied to the vehicle aelative to the
prevailing road conditions; it is provided by the $multaneous
operation of all the stop or direction indicator lamps of the vehicle;

"Rear-end collision alert signal" means an automat [ally generated]
signal given by the leading vehicle to the followip vehicle. It warns
that the following vehicle needs to take emergencyction to avoid a
collision;

"Front fog lamp" means the lamp used to improweittumination of the
road ahead of the vehicle in casefo§ or any similar condition of
reduced visibility;

"Rear fog lamp" means the lamp used to make théchee more easily
visible from the rear idense fogor any similar condition of reduced
visibility;

"Reversing lamp" means the lamp used to illumirthteroad to the rear
of the vehicle and provide a warning signal to otfead-users that the
vehicle is reversing or about to reverse, in the case of optional
additional reversing lamps, to provide illumination to the side for
slow maneouvres;
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"Direction-indicator lamp" means the lamp usedhidicate to other road-
users that the driver intends to change directiothé right or to the left;
a direction indicator lamp or lamps may also be us# to indicate the
function of a vehicle alarm system;

"Parking lamp" meansa lamp which is used todraw attention to the
presence of a stationary vehicle in a built-up arealIn such
circumstances it replaces thdéront and rear position lamps;

"End-outline marker lamp" means the lanfjited near to the extreme
outer edge and as close as possible to the top dfetvehicle and
intended to indicate clearly the vehicle's overalwidth. This lamp is
intended, for certain vehicles and trailers, to cormlement the
vehicle's front and rear position lamps by drawing particular
attention to its bulk;

"Hazard warning signal" means the signal giventbg simultaneous
functioning of alla vehicle'sdirection-indicator lampso show that the
vehicle temporarily constitutes a special danger to other road users;

"Side marker lamp" means lampused to indicate the presence of the
vehicle when viewed from the side;

"Special warning lamp" meamslamp emitting blue, red or amber light
intermittently for use on vehicles and intendedto indicate either
priority vehicles or a vehicle or a group of vekbglWwhose presence on the
road requires other road-users to take specialaptems, in particular,
convoys of vehicles, vehicles of exceptional sied eoad construction or
maintenance vehicles or equipment;

"Rear registration plateamp" means the devicased toilluminate the
space reserved for theear registration platesuch a device may consist
of several opticatomponents;

"Daytime running lamp" means a lanfigcing in a forward direction
used to make the vehicle more easily visible whenriding during
daytime;

"Exterior courtesy lamp" means a lamp used to prowe
supplementary illumination to assist the entry andexit of the vehicle
driver and passenger or in loading operations;

"Retro-reflector” means a device used to indicate the presence of a
vehicle by the reflection of light emanating from a light sourcet
connectedo the vehicle,the observer being situated near the source;

"Conspicuity marking" means a device intended to mcrease the
conspicuity of a vehicle, when viewed from the sider rear, (or, in the
case of trailers, additionally from the front) by the reflection of light
emanating from a light source not connected to thevehicle, the
observer being situated near the source;

"llluminating surface"” means the orthogonal préi@e of the lamp in a
plane perpendicular to its axis of reference and ircontact with the
exterior light-emitting surface of the lamp. For aretro-reflector, the
light-emitting surface is considered to be delimited by planes
contiguous to the outermost parts of the retro-refctor's optical
system;

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Explanatory Note

Background

1. The Vienna Convention (and in particular its Arn5) at its origin, although
intended to facilitate international traffic of veles in service, was considered also as a
reference for a minimum set of safety standards riad vehicles which would be
applicable on a worldwide basis. When it was dameVienna on 8 November 1968
harmonization of type approval provisions on ligigtiand light-signalling of road vehicles
was in its first stage; eight Regulations had estento force. At present, there are 40
Regulations in this area. The key Regulations ppied by most or all of the Contracting
Parties to the 1958 Agreement.

2. A number of countries are Contracting Partiebath the Convention (at present
69 Contracting Parties) and the 1958 Agreementp(asent 48 Contracting Parties).
Although the legal objectives of the two instrungeate different and notwithstanding the
provisions in Annex 5 para. 1 of the Conventionwis considered desirable, from a
practical point of view, to work towards an aligrmef the technical substance.

3. In view of this situation The Working Party oro&l Traffic Safety (WP.1) had
initiated work to eliminate possible inconsistescibetween the Regulations and the
Convention, in order to avoid a situation whereshigle with systems or devices approved
to the actual state of Regulations could havediffies in international traffic. At a certain
stage this work involved also WP.29 and GRE asatapetent Working Party, considering
that a large part of the technical provisions im&x 5 of the Convention addresses lighting
and light-signalling of road vehicles.

4. At its sixty-third session GRE noted the stadfisonsiderations in WP.1 and WP.29
concerning the technical inconsistencies between 1968 Vienna Convention and the
UNECE Regulations under the 1958 Agreement, aneealgto set up an informal group to
identify such conflicting provisions in the arealighting and light-signalling. It was also
agreed that Germany should assume the pilotshipthidf informal group. At its
151" session, WP.29 endorsed the setting up of therrebgroup.

5. The approach chosen to comply with this mandate develop a proposal for
amendments to the Convention which would ensureaheehicle with lighting and light-
signalling devices designed and installed in canfor with the UNECE Regulations can
circulate without problems in the territories oé tBontracting Parties to the Convention.

6. A first version of such a proposal was circulate all GRE experts on 13 July 2010.
Experts were invited to inform the pilot not latean 27 August 2010

7. As required by the mandate for the informal grothe comparison between the
Convention and the Regulations on lighting andtlgjgnalling was based on

8. Comments received have been processed and exlieythe pilot and those GRE
experts who had indicated their participation ia thformal group. The present version of
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the proposal has been drafted in a meeting ofrifegmal group which took place during
the sixty-fourth session of GRE in October 2010talkes into account the subsequent
comments received from GRE experts and also thé remarks noted during the
152 WP.29 session.

Specific Issues

1. Paragraph 1.bis in Annex 5 has been draftecake tnto account the proposals
developed by a small group in WP.1 and also theams raised by governments with
regard to driver assistance systems, i.e. thatitiver should remain in permanent control
of the vehicle (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1085, paras. 66 @rnd

2. As a rule, definitions have been aligned to Ratgpn No. 48; if considered
appropriate, simplified wording has been used imesa@ases, in order to remain in the
context of the Convention, e.g. use "illuminatingface" throughout, instead of "apparent
surface". Terminology has been updated to reflaotenit practice, e.g. for headlamps and
maximum speed. Headlamps are designated alwaydrivyig beam” or "passing beam”

3. The definitions of
« single lamp
* two lamps, and
« interdependent lamp system,

which were taken from Regulation No. 48 and (fa finst two) are referenced in Annex 5,
para. 43, have been put in square brackets, amfibrenal group was not convinced that
they would be useful in practical application ot t&onvention. A new para. 19.bis is
proposed as an alternative.

4. Efforts were made to keep the provisions in@oavention straightforward and to
restrict them, if possible to presence, numberpuoland use of devices. It was also
considered advisable to mention features whichezeily be verified by drivers and other
road users, such as adaptive or variable intefigitying and collision or emergency stop
signals. Requirements which would refer to subjectevaluation or verification of
characteristics, such as "visible at night in claather" or "without causing undue dazzle
to other road users" have not been included.

5. For certain devices which are mandatory undgyjuRdéion No. 48, it was discussed
whether this should be required under the Conventor conspicuity markings (para. 33)
and daytime running lamps (para.38) optional preses recommended. For reversing
lamps (para. 47) the decision was left open, asishionsidered to be a safety issue.

6. For certain front lighting devices both colowsite and selective yellow have been
inserted in order to cover actual practice in tlmt€acting Parties, see paras. 21, 36, 37
and 43 of Annex 5.

7. Amber has been inserted as an option to whitehi colour of motor cycle front
position lamps, as GRE considered this as an ingmnent of the "signature" of motor
cycles.

8. At the request of several governments Reguldtion65 has been amended recently
to permit red as a third colour besides blue antexnfior special warning lamps. As a
consequence, Article 32 paragraph 14. (a) has aeemded to include red for the purposes
set out in this paragraph.

9. The sequence of paras. 6 and 7 in Article 32reresrsed for more clarity.
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10. Exemptions in Annex 5 Chapter IV concerning anfibont position lamps and red
rearmost lateral retro reflectors/side lamps hagenbdeleted as such devices are now
covered by the provisions in Annex 5.

11. The appendix to Annex 5 was deleted, as colouestive and passive lighting and
light signalling devices are specified in Regulatibo. 48.

12.  The terms "carriageway" and "road" are bothdugethe Convention. In line with
Regulations the term "road" has been inserted wéygpeopriate.
