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Proposal for draft corrigendum to Revision 7 of UN Regulation No. 13 (Heavy vehicle braking)

The text reproduced below was prepared by the expert from the Russian Federation with the intention of bringing the Russian and English texts of the Regulations into line. The proposal concerns only the Russian-language text.


I.
Proposal


In the Russian version of the text, the table in Annex 13, paragraph 5.3.1 should be corrected to read as follows:

II.
Justification


The proposal is intended to bring the Russian- and English-language versions of the Regulations into line. In the bottom line of the table the English text uses the expression “N3 and N2 tractors for semi-trailers”. N3 vehicles occur only in the bottom line of the table. The previous line concerns N2 vehicles other than tractors for semi-trailers. To be in line, the Russian text in the bottom line of the table (which previously read “Tractors for semi-trailers of categories N2 and N3”) should therefore read «N3 и тягачи категории N2 для полуприцепов» (“N3 and N2 tractors for semi-trailers”). The English is the original text of the Regulation. For this reason it is the Russian text that should be corrected in line with the English original.
