Tyres shall bear:

in the case of implement tyre, the service description must-be supplemented
with the relevant application symbol;

in the case of implement tyre for mixed applications, the-tyre-must-be-marked

with two service descriptions one for "trailer" applications and the other for
“"traction"

The inscription "IF" shall-be-added in front of the tyre-size designation when
the tyre is "Improved Flexion Tyre".

The inscription "VF" shall-be-added in front of the tyre-size designation when
the tyre is "Very High Flexion Tyre".

The inscriptions "CFO™ or "CHO", if applicable, may—be-marked after the
nominal rim diameter."

Justification

The proposal clarifies the marking provisions by deleting redundancy. Furthermore,
the word "shall” in paragraph 3.1. ensures a clear definition of the mandatory tyre marking
specifications.
