Next steps

41. Members of WP.1 are invited to consider all three options and provide an opinion on the
preferred option, as well as on the direction and scope of the future work of the group
(optional).

It should be recognized that in itself a driver's license is only a document confirming the right
to drive a vehicle. Thus, it is not the fact that the driver has such a document, but the provision
of the right to control, which is important for the controlling and other bodies. This is
confirmed by the fact that a number of Contracting Parties reject the need to have a driver’s
license with themselves or take steps to transfer their driver’s license into an electronic
(digital) form.

The agreement of one of the options under consideration by the Contracting Parties does not
exclude the possibility of faking a driver's license.

Nowadays, a common practice is when a Contracting Party, when applying for a citizen to
exchange a driver's license and presenting a driver's license of the relevant 1968 Convention,
asks for confirmation of its validity in the country of issue.

Taking into account the existing difficulties with the adoption of a uniform practice of issuing
and recognizing a driver's license, it is advisable to consider the possibility of obtaining
information on the availability of the right to drive a vehicle via the Internet.

Such an opportunity can be realized by creating a separate service or the corresponding page
on the official website of the state body or another organization that issues driver's licenses.
The party interested in receiving information will form a request on the basis of the available
information about the driver’s personal data, which may be contained in the driver’s license
provided to them or other identity document.

Of course, taking into account the requirements of the national legislation of the Contracting
Parties in the field of information protection, it is necessary to determine the amount of
information that should be contained in the request to obtain the requested information.
However, it seems that this possibility can be realized without providing personal data of
citizens, which will comply with the provisions of national legislation.

It is possible to fix the proposed provisions by amending the Consolidated Resolution on
Road Traffic or by developing a separate resolution.
