REPORT OF THE PROJECT MANAGER

7. In his report, the Project Manager briefed theisaesabout TEM PCQO'’s as well as about his
own activities in the reporting period. In the ghgpace of two months, he attended high
level meetings related to the TEM Project in Warsaeneva, Ostrava (Czech Republic) and
Istanbul and initiated closer collaboration withmeo additional international organizations
dealing with transport such as CEIl, ECO and Jaspengch expressed their interest in
collaboration with the TEM and which may suppostétension eastwards. His report was
approved by the session.

8. In this connection, Ms. M.-S. Fouvez (UNECE) infaunthe Committee about the
Memorandum of Understanding signed between the URE®d ECO in 2003, the
Addendum which is intended to strengthen the mutaadperation and which is expected to
be signed in 2010.

TEM FINANCIAL REPORT FOR I. — Ill. TRIMESTER 2009

9. Mrs. M.-S. Fouvez reported on the financial positaf the Project. She also informed the
session about the status of the 2009 Trust Funttilbations, which were transferred by all
the participating countries except by Croatia aaty/las well on the additional contributions
amounting to USD 2,500, not yet delivered by Cienaizech Republic, Italy and Romania.
The Czech and Romanian representatives informedehsion that the problem is under
consideration and that they expect it to be sobaatl next year at the latest.

10. The Committee took note of the financial reporttbe Project for the period January —
October 2009, according to which the total TEM Tré&sind contributions amounted to
US$ 109,955, the net Project expenditures to US8686and the Programme Support costs
represented US$ 10,400.

on the next steps to be taken in accordance watffEM Trust Fund Agreement provisions.
