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SPAIN’'s RESPONSE TO THE PROBLEMS: SPEEDING

Descent of average speeds between 3 and 4 Km/h depending on the kind of
road

» Speeding plus distractions cause 40% of the off-the-road goings.
» Development of the Plan for installing fix radars:

2008 500 fix + 300 mobile ones

2008 National Centre for treating
automatic reports.

> Contemplated as a crime in the modification of the Criminal Code.

»New challenges:

2009 Controlling average speeds
