		The human right to water and sanitation
UN General Assembly resolution 64/292 (2010) and Un Human Rights Council resolution 15/9 (2010)
GA Recognizes the right to safe and clean drinking water and sanitation as a human right that is essential for the full enjoyment of life and all human rights 
Implementing this fundamental right is a legally binding obligation

Water and sanitation should be:
- Available : there is possibility to get water/sanitation from central / small scale / individual water supply or sanitation system + continuity of service (no water cut) = enough quantity
- Physically accessible: not too far, everybody can get water (even if old/with handicap…)
Safe from microbiological, chemical and radiological contamination
- Economically accessible for all
- Acceptable: smell, colour….

There is no universal definition on what equitable access means. Rather, this presentation adopts a pragmatic approach and tries to identify the “types of inequities” that seem to be the most relevant from a practical perspective (in terms of making it easier to identify solutions). 

2. Accordingly, the table shows that there are 3 major possible ways of fighting inequities, related to different disparities: 
	- Reduce geographical differences in the services provided (otherwise some human settlements are less likely to enjoy access )
 	- Prevent discrimination or exclusion in access to services by vulnerable and marginalized groups (otherwise some social groups are less likely to enjoy access)
 	- Ensure financial affordability by users (otherwise some economic groups are less likely to effectively enjoy access)

In addition lo looking at the three “types of inequities”, it is important to look at “cross-cutting” governance problems and solutions.

First, there is a need to continue with the efforts on improving water governance, with which many countries are currently engaged. Good water governance and management can go a long way in addressing inequities in access. The slide highlights some areas of good governance that are particularly relevant to ensure equitable access.
Second, there is a need to introduce additional changes in traditional water governance. Improvements in the areas of water governance just mentioned will not be enough to achieve rapid progress on equitable access. We also need to look at water governance and management in a different way, we need to ask how inequities in access can be reduced, how current or proposed policy measure will help to close equitable access gaps – in sum, we need to adopt an “equitable access lens”. Two particular tools that can may be useful are: 
the development of a country situation analysis: to answer the question ”where is our country in terms of equitable access?” -- decision to develop the Score-card
the development of an action plan: to answer the question “what will we do to ensure equitable access?”
