* Timing of SEA towards planning process

- Optimally SEA is carried out in parallel with planning, so it can
provide ‘tailor-made’ inputs

* [nvolving planning agency in SEA process

- All main SEA outputs and recommendations should be discussed
with the planning experts to ensure it fits to the plan or programme

* High representatives of planning agency and decision-
makers understand the role of SEA

- To ensure the final results of SEA will be supported by high-level
decision-makers
