	The communication alleges that in relation to the proposed extraction of oil and gas drilling in Abruzzo and the proposed construction of a refinery to treat sour gas in the city of Bomba, documents were not made accessible to the public in a timely, easy and transparent manner and that the public was not informed about the ongoing proceedings. Therefore, the communication alleges that the Party concerned failed to comply with the access to information and public participation provisions of the Convention. The communication further alleges that no access to remedies was possible.
