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Mr. Merber received a B.S. in Physics from Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute and a juris doctorate from the Georgetown University Law Center in 1975.  

Following his successful tenure at the Federal Trade Commission, Bureau of Competition, in 1985 Mr., Merber became Assistant General Counsel of the U.S. Department of the Treasury.
