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In the system of the State Committee on Statistics there are several periodicals where included are
not only dry figures and tables but comments as well. These are “Statistical Bulletins” issued mainly
monthly, quarterly “Current Statistical Survey” and information and scientific magazine “Statistical
Studies” (previous title “Gerald of Statistics”).

Information and scientific magazine “Statistical Studies” contains articles of prominent scientists and
expert with practice experience in statistical services. Statistical and analytical materials are published
highlighting social and economic situation in Russia, forecasts of economic developments,
methodological approaches and guidelines, organizational aspect of statistics and current tasks of
statistical bodies, as well as implementation of modern international classifications, new software, data
processing and communication methods, etc.

Materials included in “Statistical Bulletins” and “Current Statistical Survey” is mainly results of selected
sample survey conducted by Goskomstat and its territorial offices and all of them are always
accompanied by comments.
Naturally they are first of all oriented on statisticians, specialists in economics, scientists,
businessmen, teachers, post-graduates and students and not oriented directly on wide audience but
could be of its interest (some examples are given in Annex 1).
Even the short list of titles periodically published below proves this

- Consumer confidence index,

- Business activity in construction,

- Situation in retail trade,

- Foreign investments in Russia,

- Investment activity of industrial enterprises

- The state of wholesale,

- External trade of Russia,

- Changes in producer price index.

- Small business activity in Russia, etc.
Besides there are many other topics on situation in social sphere (wages, pensioners, life expectancy,
crime, etc) and development of selected sectors of the economy and production of selected goods
published from time to time according to the plans approved by the Council of Goskomstat of Russia.

The joint project with “ITOGI” weekly magazine is a different approach to popularization of statistics.
According to mutual agreement the project started at the beginning of 2003. Once per month
Goskomstat supply the magazine with data that are mainly taken from monthly report “Social and
Economic situation of Russia”. The magazine is very popular in Russia and its circulation is some 85-
90 thousand and available for wide audience.

The structure of two pages (not too many, surely) was mutually agreed and comments made by
journalists are usually rather light and sometimes with humor shade. The magazine with these two
pages containing tables, graphs and comments is issued on the last Wednesday of the month
following the reference period.

Naturally we would prefer to have more room in this magazine and more expanded comments in the
future. But now the project of such kind is of great importance for widening contacts with mass media
and gives a good chance for wide audience to be familiar with latest statistical data almost in the same
day as high authorities of the country.
