Reflections and conclusions

» Many sectoral and mid-term strategies are expiring in 2020
and new phase of strategies’ design is a great opportunity to

enrich their respective M&E and review mechanism with
SDG-related indicators;

» The more coherent approach a strategy or policy document

has, the more appropriate it is to replace-strategy-specific
key indicators with SDG national indicators;

» National Statistical Agencies should be represented in each
official SDG working groups under national SDG institutional
mechanism and work closely with line ministries in
embedding expropriate SDG-related national indicators into
M&E system of policy development planning.
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
