The five-year (2016-2020) capacity building
project “Accountability Systems for Sustainable
Forest Management in the Caucasus and Central
Asia”, funded under the 10th tranche of the
United Nations Development Account (UNDA)
was implemented by the joint ECE/FAO
Forestry and Timber Section in Armenia,
Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and
Uzbekistan.

Through this project five countries developed
national sets of criteria and indicators for
sustainable forest management (C&I for SFM)
and tailored methodologies (factsheets) for
proposed indicators. C&I for SFM have been
commonly recognized as a key tool for informed
forest policy making and communication.
Having national C&I for SFM enables the
development of forest information systems and
thorough monitoring and implementation of
sustainable forest management.

Studies produced within the project, “State of
Forests of the Caucasus and Central Asia” and
“National Reporting on Sustainable Forest
Management in the Caucasus and Central Asia”,
are now available to policy-makers interested in
forests in this region.

This project facilitated the development of tools
that can be applied universally, as ECE/FAO

and Indicator Set for Sustainable Forest
