Persimmons – standard and brochure 


Pursuant to the provisions of paragraph 19 of the Working Party’s Working Procedures and as agreed at the April 2015 session of the Specialized Section on Standardization of Fresh Fruit and Vegetables, the secretariat would like to ask for approval of the new photographs selected by the Rapporteur (Germany) for the brochure on Persimmons which can be found on:

In addition, the Rapporteur (Germany)  while finalizing the brochure noted that the Specialized Section had decided to delete the term "corky"  in "corky lines" in the persimmon brochure and that this would also have an 

impact on the standard's text as well. Therefore, the delegation of Germany would like to submit for inter-sessional approval the following revised text for Classes I and II (in square brackets):
Existing text Class I: Slight skin defects not exceeding the distance between the pistil end and the calyx in case of fine corky  lines running down from the calyx area.

Alternative text for Class I: Slight skin defects not exceeding the distance between the pistil end and the calyx in case of [fine lines] running down from the calyx area

Existing text for Class II: Skin defects not exceeding twice the distance between the pistil end and the calyx for corky lines running down from the calyx area.

Alternative text for Class II: Skin defects not exceeding twice the distance between the pistil end and the calyx [for fine lines/for lines] running down from the calyx area
