The Working Party on Inland Water Transport

Recalling the effectiveness of measures already taken byefawents and
appointed bodies associated in international fewesto regulate the issue of documents
for operators of pleasure craft including bare badarter vessels bound for the waters of
foreign countries,

Consideringthat there is a need to strengthen this actiothbyintroduction of a
European document;

1. Recommendshe issue, by the competent authority or by bodipproved by
implementing Governments, on request and if thaiirements set forth in Annex | are
satisfied, of an international certificate concagnthe competence of operators of pleasure
craft (“international certificate”) to their own ti@nals or residents or to the nationals of
any North American country or any country that & a member of the United Nations
Economic Commission for Europe, provided they amddérs of the implementing
Government’s national certificate or have passedxamination in accordance with Annex
1, Part |, paragraph 2 where this is accepted éyntiplementing Government.

The international certificate should conform te tmodels in Annexes Il or Il to
this resolution and should be made out in the isffinational language or languages, the
title of the document being given, if possiblefwo of the three languages English, French
and Russian.

2. RequestsGovernments to inform the Executive Secretary bé tEconomic
Commission for Europe whether they accept thislogism and its annexes and, if so:

(@)  within their national shipping police regutatsto recognizen their territory
the documents issued by the competent authoritiby dodies approved by Governments
of other countries,

(b)  to communicate to the secretariat:

 the names of the competent authorities and/orppecaed bodies;

the chosen format (Annex Il or IIl) of the interiwatal certificate;

that the documents are only issued if the applidaag proved that the
requirements of Annex | are satisfied;

the procedure for the issue of the internationeifezate;

the outline police regulations applying to visitingerators of pleasure craft,
in particular the limits of recognition of the intational certificate.

Requirementsfor theissue of an international certificate for
oper ator s of pleasure craft

I ssue of an international certificate conforming to Annex I or Il

1. Upon presentation of an official national céctife of competence its holder can, on
request, obtain an international certificate of dwuntry that has issued the national
certificate without having to pass another exanmmatif the requirements of part Il of this
annex are satisfied.

2. In cases other than those referred to in papagtaan international certificate can be
issued to the applicant in accordance with the ireqents of part Il of this annex only
after he/she has successfully passed an examination

Requirements

1. For the issue of an international certificate éipplicant must
(@) have reached the age of 16,

(b)  be physically and mentally fit to operate agdure craft, and in particular,
must have sufficient powers of vision and hearing,

(c)  have successfully passed an examination teeptite necessary competence
for pleasure craft operation.

2. The applicant has to prove in an examination

(@) sufficient knowledge of the regulations comieg pleasure craft operation
and nautical and technical knowledge required &be savigation on inland waters and/or
coastal waters and

(b)  the ability to apply this knowledge in praetic
