Following the decision of the Working Party on Inland Water Transport (SC.3) at its sixty-
fourth session to collect information about the application of the distress signals mentioned
in article 3.30 and the prohibition signs contained in annex 3, sketches 66 and 67 of the
European Code for Inland Waterways (CEVNI), the secretariat has prepared a questionnaire
for the fifty-eight session of the Working Party on the Standardization of Technical and
Safety Requirements in Inland Navigation (SC.3/WP.3).

The present document contains an overview of the answers to the questionnaire transmitted
by Austria, Belarus, Belgium, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czechia, Germany, Luxembourg,
Netherlands, Romania, Russian Federation and Slovakia.

I. Distress signals (article 3.30, sketch 65 of annex 3)
