2.4 Afwijken van de normstelling

bescherming wil bieden. Dan is het mogelijk af te wijken van het hierboven door mij 
geadviseerde beoordelingskader. Daarbij is uiteraard wel van belang dat deze afwijkingen 
goed zijn onderbouwd met wetenschappelijke gegevens over geluidhinder en er geen gevaar 
optreedt voor de gezondheid van omwonenden. In verband hiermee adviseer ik u hiermee 
terughoudend om te gaan.

2.4 Deviations from the norms 
 
It is conceivable that, when placing wind turbines, due to special local circumstances, such as the 
presence of a quiet area, you may wish to offer more extensive protection. In that case, it is possible 
to deviate from the assessment framework recommended by me above.  In doing so, it is of course 
important that these deviations be well-substantiated with scientific data on noise pollution and that 
there is no risk to the health of the people living in the neighborhood. In connection with this, I 
advise you to exercise restraint in allowing deviations.
