  Agreement concerning the Adoption of Uniform Conditions of Approval and Reciprocal Recognition of 

Approval for Motor Vehicle Equipment and Parts, done at Geneva on 20 March 1958 (original version); 
  Agreement concerning the Adoption of Uniform Technical Prescriptions for Wheeled Vehicles, 

Equipment and Parts which can be Fitted and/or be Used on Wheeled Vehicles and the Conditions for 

Reciprocal Recognition of Approvals Granted on the Basis of these Prescriptions, done at Geneva on 

5 October 1995 (Revision 2). 
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Paragraph 10.5., amend to read: 

"10.5. The FUP shall have sufficient strength so that the horizontal distance measured 

in the rearward direction between the foremost part of the vehicle, as measured 

in the vertical plane which is parallel to the median longitudinal plane of the 

vehicle and which is corresponding with the geometric centre of the test ram 

contact surface in its initial position, and the test ram contact surface on the 

vehicle after the application of the relevant test forces (as specified in 

Annex 5), does not exceed 400 mm." 

Annex 5 

Insert a new paragraph 2.2.6., to read: 

"2.2.6. In order to avoid lateral loading on the test ram during the test, the FUP may 

be locally adapted to provide for an appropriately flat area for force 

application. Any such modification shall however not act as a reinforcement 

of the FUP structure itself."
