Objectives ?

• Basin organizations must reinforce their mobilization for:

– Confirm their role and effectiveness for water security, peace, sustainable
developement

– Accelerate implementation of SDGs, in particular 6.5.1 et 6.5.2,

– Reinforce upstream-dowstream integration and facilitate water resources
allocation

– Adopt the « Basins’ Action Plan » in Dakar

• Basin organizations must be supported and reinforced:

– Reinforcement of institutional framees, including for transboundary BO

– Reinforcement of data sharing practices and shared Water Information
Systems

– nforcement des pratiques de partage de données et des systèmes
d’information

– Disssemination of practices and tools for water users participation and
awareness raising

– Reinforcement of exchanges with other policy levels
