In sections 1.2.1.4.3 and 20.2.5 of the Manual of Tests and Criteria, it is stated that self-reactive substances, type A to type G, should not be tested according to self-heating test N.4, as the test results will give a false positive result (i.e. temperature increase due to thermal decomposition rather than oxidative self-heating).
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
