- Historical reminder (previous work of WP1): even before the creation of the working group, WP1
had in mind the elaboration of a Convention;

- Thus, we propose to present the contents of the two Conventions on road traffic and to see how to
adapt these specific rules to automated vehicles.

Conclusion :

The key points to be included in the new Convention:
- A list of definitions specific to automated vehicles;
- A reminder of the driver's role in the driving of automated vehicles;

- The specific road traffic rules applicable to these vehicles: they
remain the same as those in the two Conventions, but may give rise
to certain specificities;

- No specific provisions on vehicle registration;

- No specific provisions on driving licences: however, training must be
provided for drivers of these vehicles.
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
