Destruction of an illegally built, ownerless earth dam, 
which opened 8 km of free flow of the transboundary 
small Iahorlyk River (tributary of the Dniester) and has 
resilted in the return of native species instead of low-
value ones that can only survive in stagnant water 
conditions

Tarutyn Steppe (Ukraine)
Tarutyn steppe is one of the few areas of the wild steppe

 Sowed steppe grasses
 Brought 20 Asiatic wild ass ( IUCN Red Data Book ) and 8 doe from
 Ascania-Nova Biospehere Reserve (lived there 200 years ago, disappeared due to 

excessive hunting and plowing)
 It helps the natural restoration of the steppe, it is a natural fire prevention measure

Done by Rewilding Ukraine and Agro-Touristic cluster "Frumushika Nova"



Restoration of Ermakov island in the 
Danube Delta, buffaloes and wild horses  
Circular damming of the island prevented natural flooding and 
restoration of aboriginal plants and animals 

 Opening the breaches in the dam
 Rewilding of 17 buffaloes and 16 horses of the Konik breed, who 

control growth of bushes and reeds, create small pools for 
insects, fish, amphibians, and spread seeds (one animal on itself 
may have up to 200 species )
